The paper analyzes the ways of creating new creative metaphors at the conceptual and
linguistic levels in the English language discourse of the pregnant. The most used models
are combining already known concepts, expanding one of the existing metaphorical models
and switching a source domain for a new one. The metaphors created by these methods are
distinguished by their novelty and appropriateness in conveying interoceptive experience
during gestation.
