The paper focuses on musical mass culture as part of the English-language Russia-
centered discourse. The research allowed to identify direct and indirect means of
constructing the image of Russia, which involves both verbal and non-verbal codes.
Correlating the present study with data yielded by other genres allows for the conclusion
of a specific mode of operating stereotypes, which ofien get subject to explicit or implicit
deconstruction.
