The total volume of the thesis is 58 pages, of which the main text is 44 pages.
The work consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusion, list of literature
(includes 58 sources) and an appendix.
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Object of study: The category of negation in the texts of I. A. Bunin's stories.

Subject of the study: linguistic means of expressing the category of negation
in I. A. Bunin's stories.

Purpose of the study: To determine the peculiarities of functioning of various
means of negation expression in I. A. Bunin's stories ‘Light Breath’, ‘Dark Alleys’
and ‘Mr. from San Francisco’.

The main research methods are, used in the work are the method of
continuous sampling, descriptive method, method of semantic analysis, method of
classification, quantitative method.

The novelty of the work lies in the fact that a comprehensive analysis of
linguistic means of expressing negation in the stories of I. A. Bunin was carried out.
The ways and means of expressing negation and their total number are a significant
characteristic of the writer's idiostyle.

The practical significance of the work lies in the possibility of further
research research into the ways of expressing negation in a work of fiction in order
to use the results obtained in intercultural communication and in teaching RCT.

The confirmation of the reliability and independence of the thesis is
provided by references to the analyzed theoretical sources, as well as a sample of
factual data: the author personally identified and analyzed 298 language units.
