Purpose of the research — comprehensive study of post-war reconstruction
initiatives, including their various aspects and features, and a comparative analysis of
these initiatives.

The thesis is one of the first attempts
in Belarusian historiography to conduct a comparative historical study of various
programs for the reconstruction of countries after World War II. The novelty of the
results obtained is due to a comparison of the activities of the UNRRA, the Marshall
Plan and the Japanese reconstruction program according to a number of key criteria.
