POETISATION OF NATURE AND THINKING: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS
OF THE PROJECTS OF M. HEIDEGGER AND R. W. EMERSON

Scholarship of Martin M. Heidegger’s relation to R. W. Emerson is seldom conducted, notwithstanding limited engagement
on the part of S. Cavell. Considering the influence R. W. Emerson had on F. Nietzsche, and the significant influence the latter
had on M. Heidegger, any necessary relation needs to be studied. The author of this paper confirms this relatability in the role
that nature plays in the writings of both M. Heidegger and R. W. Emerson. Both thinkers show that in the poetising of nature,
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the poet is not making assertions as such, rather imparting upon receiving from nature as that which «educates». The author
reveals this feature to be central to the poet figure of both M. Heidegger and R. W. Emerson, and both agree that it is exhibited
by few remarkable figures throughout history. However, the limit of their congruency, as the author argues, is in M. Heidegger
and R. W. Emerson’s disagreement regarding the relation of poetry to thought.

Keywords: M. Heidegger; R. W. Emerson; S. Cavell; nature; education; nonobjectification; renunciation; metaphysics.

Introduction

Nature historically tends to be of sacred importance
to both the poets and philosophers alike, regardless of
whether this is the cosmic nature of the Stoics or the
mystical nature of W. Whitman [1]. In M. Heidegger,
nature is of no less significance, especially depicted in
his seminal lectures on F. Holderlin during the 1930s.
M. Heidegger’s writings on nature have more to do with
its more «originary» form in contrast to what he sees
in its conceptualising by metaphysics. As such, the na-
ture that M. Heidegger is searching for is ostensibly free
from the metaphysical heritage of the Ancient Greeks,
a pursuit of its unadulterated form. M. Heidegger finds
this to be attained in F. Holderlin, with two fundamen-
tal features that are central to our investigation. The
first, nature as that which «educates» which I show is
a transformative enrapture. Secondly, the resulting po-
et’s expression upon this transformation. This leads to
M. Heidegger’s exclusive focus on F. Holderlin who ex-
hibits the two aforementioned features. Moreover, this
harks back to nature as free from any metaphysical pre-
dispositions, a view that M. Heidegger argues F. Holder-
lin promulgates in his poetry.

In R. W. Emerson, we see significant paral-
lels [2, p. 173]'. R. W. Emerson affirms the poet’s edu-

cative transformation in interplay with nature, deter-
mining nature’s «<naming» and «saying»2. In contrast
to M. Heidegger, however, R. W. Emerson does not see
Plato’s thought or influence as an impediment to the
originary conception of nature. Rather, R. W. Emerson
sees Plato as the philosopher-poet who proffers the
divine nature beyond lyrical form (CE, p. 473). This
contrasted reading of Plato amounts to M. Heidegger’s
distinction between poetry and philosophy, whereas
R. W. Emerson sees them as part of a harmonious
whole, the amalgamation of beauty and truth. Despite
this fundamental difference, I will show that both
thinkers do reach a synonymous conclusion. More-
over, some effort towards the end of the paper is made
to show that M. Heidegger in «Was heifSst Denken?»
may have altered his point of view regarding Plato’s
dialogues apropos the polarisation of poetry and phi-
losophy. Further detailed investigation of M. Heideg-
ger’s view on this polarisation is the subject matter
of another paper, however, sufficient engagement has
been made here to further illustrate the divergence
between M. Heidegger and R. W. Emerson regarding
poetry, philosophy and the role that nature plays for
both.

The securing of nature

M. Heidegger sees the fundamental word of
Occidental thought in pbYo1g (physis), a word that in its
translation as natura has lost its original meaning and
acquired something «alien» (GA 4, p. 79)°. Instead, it
is the «futural» F. Holderlin that poetises the recovery
of nature as the «all powerful», that which mastery
and teaching cannot but «inculcate» (beibringen), for
it is nature that «educates» (erziehen)* (GA 4, p. 75).
M. Heidegger spills considerable ink on F. Holderlin’s

futural poetising throughout the 1930s which to cover
in detail is not possible here, although certain features
relevant to our investigations need to be recognised®.
According to M. Heidegger, F. Holderlin exercises his
uniqueness as a poet in his being a student, recipient
and messenger of the «<wonderfully all-present» nature.
There is no imposition on nature here, but a deliverance
upon receiving from nature as that which delivers. In
other words, F. Holderlin is not merely «recovering» the

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Ancient Greek ¢vo1c but liberating it for the future. In
this way, F. Holderlin stands outside of the metaphysical
tradition in his understanding of «beyng»® [5, p. 77].
To detail this, we turn to M. Heidegger’s treatment
of F. Holderlin’s poetising that reveals nature as the
«captivating and enrapturing» teacher, and F. Holderlin
as the captivated and enraptured student of
nature.

F. Holderlin reveals the «wonderfully all-present»
nature through «<human work and in the destiny of
peoples, in the stars and in the gods, but also in stones,
growing things, and animal» (GA 4, p. 75). M. Heidegger
is adamant, however, that nature’s omnipresence is
not objectifiable as a «thing», but only reveals itself
in its beauty and omnipresence, and as such, «escapes
explanation on the basis of what is real» (GA 4, p. 75).
Nature is recognisable in its revealing of divine beauty,
hence F. Holderlin’s referral to the blooming of flowers,
the flow of the river and the sound of the rustling leaves.
Nature then is the pre-metaphysical — the a priori of
that which is revealed, not the type that «calculates
and plans» (GA 52, p. 35). This is evident in its beauty
receding upon itself in any attempts at objectification,
for this all-present beauty cannot be denigrated to
«calculation», a word that M. Heidegger often uses to
characterise modernity’. In «Besinnung», M. Heidegger
explains that nature in modernity is transformed into
«installations», and in «...installations and according
to their style, nature becomes “beautiful”... Beauty is
what pleases and must please the being of the power
of man, the predator» (GA 66, p. 23). The power of
man in M. Heidegger’s view is that which is modelled
according to man’s preconceived «installations» of
what is beautiful. Nature, however, is neither what
appears beautiful, nor is it defined by the aesthetic
characteristics that F. Holderlin is portraying in his
poetry. So, within modernity, nature is not free to
reveal itself in its beauty, it appears in favour of
«basic determination», which is nothing but «sheer
machination» (GA 66, p. 23). F. Holderlin’s revealing of
nature is immune to such calculation: Whom no master
alone, whom she, wonderfully / All-present, educates in
a light embrace, / The powerful, divinely beautiful nature
(GA 4, p. 75).

F.Holderlin’s transformative education in a «light
embrace» is demonstration of his being the recipient
of nature’s revealing®. The «no master alone» (die
kein Meister allein) determines the lack of preceding
installations or conceptualisations. If we delve
a little deeper, nature captivates and enraptures in
its «all embracing» beauty, a transformation that
the poet alone can endure without falling prey
to the qualms of calculation and objective thin-
king: For she [nature], she herself, more ancient than
the times / And beyond the gods of Occident and Orient
(GA 39, p. 231).

For M. Heidegger, when F. Holderlin poetises
something the beyond the gods and the more ancient
than the times, he founds the «fundamental event of
beyng» which is nothing other than the «clang of arms
of nature herself, beyng that brings itself to itself in the
word» (GA 39, p. 233). The fundamental event of beyng
is what allows for the poetising of nature, even before
the Greek @vo1g. This leads us to ask, why is F. Holderlin
alone the poet that endures? It is not a coincidence that
M. Heidegger’s «turn» (Kehre) of the 1930s is consistent
with his lectures on F. Holderlin’. M. Heidegger is
attempting to overcome Occidental metaphysics as
the sway of the «machine», and its securing of nature
(GA 66, p. 151). The notion of «overcoming» is the subject
matter of his essay «Uberwindung der Metaphysik»
was composed in 1936-1946 (GA 7, p. 84-110). It is
important to briefly comment M. Heidegger’s thoughts
here to make clear his view of F. Holderlin’s overcoming
metaphysics. Here M. Heidegger writes that metaphysics
neither can «be abolished like an opinion», nor does
overcoming it «mean thrusting aside a discipline from
the field of philosophical “education”» (GA 7, p. 85).
Instead, «the overcoming of metaphysics occurs as
the incorporation of Being», and overcoming itself
«is worthy of thought only when we think about
incorporation»'’ (GA 7, p. 85, 91). F. Holderlin, therefore,
is allowing nature to reveal itself with impunity from
metaphysics in incorporation (Verwindung). This entails
an appropriation of Greek «Metaphysics» as the «truth
of beings» (and its understanding of nature): «...a still
hidden but distinctive appropriating, namely the
oblivion of Being» (GA 7, p. 85).

From this we can see why M. Heidegger focuses on Heraclitus’ fragment «Nature loves to hide». M. Heidegger’s translation is

following: «<Emerging to self-concealing gives favour» (Das Aufgehen dem Sichverbergen schekt’s die Gunst). This is incumbent upon
M. Heidegger’s understanding of pvoig as the perpetual emerging (GA 55, p. 123). C. Kahn proposes alternative translation: «The true
character of a thing likes to be in hiding» [6, p. 33].

81t is worth relating this to M. Heidegger’s «Problem of a nonobjectifying thinking and speaking in today’s theology» (1964),
added to his 1928 essay «<Phenomenology and theology». M. Heidegger here explains taking delight in a blossoming rose that make
neither «an object of the rose, nor do we even make it something standing over against us». This is precisely what M. Heidegger sees
F. Holderlin poetising (GA 9, p. 58).

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Appropriation in the futural poetising of F. Holderlin

To answer the question raised before F. Holderlin’s
renunciation (Verzichten) of the gods of old is the an-
swer, as M. Heidegger describes in «Germanien» (GA 39,
p. 74-76). F. Holderlin here is neither rejecting nor af-
firming the divinity of the Ancient Greek gods. He is ap-
propriating the divine which is more ancient than the
times and beyond the gods - per the fundamental at-
tunement of «holy mourning» in renunciation, «a cal-
ling in which we await that which is called as such»!!
(GA 39, p. 74). F. Holderlin is essentially «renouncing»
the Greek heritage whilst preserving the divinity of na-
ture through poetry. He is the recipient of nature and
must preserve this poetising without imposition, hence
M. Heidegger’s referral to F. Holderlin’s futural thinking
and saying'. To elaborate further, in the lectures «Der
Rhein» M. Heidegger writes that the «beyng of the poet
is grounded in “nature” (beyng as such), which says it-
self originarily in the poetising» (GA 39, p. 234). Here,
the poet must «inhabit and sustain the middle of beyng
between gods and humans» (GA 39, p. 234) to poetise
nature without conceptualising it, effectively preserv-
ing it for the future. In the later volume «Zu Holder-
lin», M. Heidegger goes further with this, explaining
that this is an enlivening or stimulation (Ermunte-
rung) that emerges from the nature of the Greek pvocig
but is even more originary. Essentially this is the funda-
mental relation of nature to the «soul», and hence why
the Ermunterung is instigated regardless of the age of the
poet’s inhabitancy'® (GA 75, S. 294).

Furthermore, in «Das Ereignis», M. Heidegger ques-
tions whether this makes F. Holderlin’s poetry sub-
servient to a more refined form of interpretation, a li-
terary-historiological or philosophical explications
(GA 71, p. 290-296). Is poetry and perhaps more spe-
cifically, F. Holderlin’s futural poetry the interpreta-
tive tool to excavate that which is most originary in
nature? M. Heidegger here is adamant that this inter-
pretation is neither historical interpretation, nor re-
vitalisation of poetry. The saying of F. Holderlin can-
not be assimilated with those of Pindar for example,
for «both speak out of a saying which is not an asser-

ting» (GA 71, p. 292). Here we get a profound insight
into what F. Holderlin is putting into the saying, name-
ly, nature apropos beyng. This grants it a certain degree
of immunity from being reproduced in a different his-
torical epoch, language or expressive style, much like
we see in the writings of Homer, which M. Heidegger
gives as an example in the fifth of his Bremen lectures:
«Talk and talking do not mean speaking and speech in
the sense of an uttering of expressions; talk means pre-
cisely that which from early on Aéygwv, Adyog means:
bringing before, bringing collectively to appearance.
The most beautiful testament for this sense of talk and
AOyog is at the same time the oldest, which the tradi-
tion keeps ready for us. It is found in Homer’s Odys-
sey, first book, verse 56» (GA 79, p. 151).

This is evidenced in F. Holderlin’s fundamental at-
tunement of holy mourning that appropriates this fun-
damental Greek relation between nature and the hu-
man being, particularly in the manic inspiration — povia
seen in Plato and others without the Hellenic or meta-
physical elements'*. After all, the Homeric gods are no
longer, and both F. Holderlin and M. Heidegger inhabit
the age of the Abrahamic God but nonetheless remain
inextricably bound to the history of beyng.

It is important to recognise, therefore, that M. Hei-
degger’s notion of appropriation (Ereignis) is conco-
mitant with his picture of F. Holderlin’s renunciation®.
A product of M. Heidegger’s thinking of the 1930s, where
«plant, animal, stone, sea, and sky come to be without
descending into objectivity»'® (GA 65, p. 231). F. Hol-
derlin’s poetising of nature is the renunciation-Event,
that allows the flower to bloom in its «nonsensuous
meaning» (das Nichtsinnliche)'” (GA 53, p. 16—18). The
Greeks certainly poetised nature, but their inevita-
ble culmination in Plato’s metaphysics is overcome in
F. Holderlin’s poetry. F. Holderlin remains faithful to
the Event as it discloses and thereby allows for an al-
ternative saying with impunity from assertion and cal-
culation [12]. Again, this is demonstrative of F. Holder-
lin’s unique placement in the middle of the Event, the
clearing (Lichtung) that determines this unrestricted

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view in his non-objectifying poetising of nature'®

(GA 75, S. 283). Because F. Holderlin poetises this open-
ing, he found historical time and the futural essence of
thinking [8, p. 188]. This event is «history proper», akin
to the Greek «festival» as the reciprocal encounter of
the gods and humans (GA 52, p. 68). Here, the beauty
of nature in the celebratory event is revealed free from

conceptualisation and wherein lies the saying of F. Hol-
derlin’s futural appropriative poetising, just it had well
over two millennia before in Homer. Freedom from con-
cepts is the essence of poetising, or what M. Heidegger
would call in «Das Geschichte des Seyns» as «essential
thinking», «image-less poetising in the word of the saga
of beyng»' (GA 69, p. 139).

R. W. Emerson's nature

The objectification of nature that concerns M. Hei-
degger is described by R. W. Emerson as the classifica-
tion of nature where everything is individual, stands by
itself?’. A consequence of this segregation from nature
results in the scholar’s failure to account for nature’s
receding into itself in its boundlessness. As J. Moore
explains the Emersonian scholar, must «be partly edu-
cated and swayed by converse with nature, though na-
ture has to divide the honors with books»2![14, p. 187].
R.W. Emerson in the 1837 Cambridge address «Ameri-
can scholar» denounces the scholar who serves a func-
tion within society as a «delegated intellect», whom he
calls «man thinking», a «parrot of other men’s thin-
king»*2 (CW, p. 1098). In remaining constricted to the
books of past thinkers and the libraries, the scholar be-
comes the victim of society. All the while, the «<winds
blow; ever the grass grows», which the scholar neglects
instead of standing «wistful and admiring before this
great spectacle» (CW, p. 1099). For nature is what the
scholar needs, that which «resembles his own spirit,
whose beginning, whose ending, he can never find, -
so entire, so boundless», since nature «hastens to ren-
der account of herself» (CW, p. 1099). Therefore, na-
ture must also educate, although, hitherto, the relation
to M. Heidegger’s transformative education (erziehen)
remains unsettled.

In the essay «Intellect», R. W. Emerson elaborates on
this education as the «marriage of thought with nature»,
with «thought» being a revelation, a «conversion of all
nature into the rhetoric of thought» (CE, p. 297-298).
S. Cavell explains this as the «reverse» of a thinking-self
for creation, «it is the exercise not of power but of recep-
tion» which parallels M. Heidegger’s thinking «on the

way» [2, p. 174]. R. W. Emerson describes reception as
follows: «All I know is reception; I am and I have: but I
do not get, and when I have fancied I had gotten any-
thing, I found I did not» [CE, p. 363]. For R. W. Emer-
son, not all are capable of this, as there is a natural in-
equality, where at the zenith stands the «inexhaustible
poet» who could «break through the silence into ade-
quate rhyme», for it is the poet «<whom Nature cannot
deceive»”®. In essay «The poet», however, R. W. Emer-
son explains that all human beings can sense the «su-
persensual utility» in the beauty of the stars, earth and
water, but there remains a «phlegm in our constitu-
tion» that prevents them «to yield the due effect»*.
Despite our capacity to perceive the beauty of nature,
enduring the transformation required to reproduce its
beauty is beyond the capacity of most. Even so, the poet
«...is the person in whom these powers are in balance,
the man without impediment, who sees and handles
that which others dream of, traverses the whole scale
of experience and is representative of man, in virtue of
being the largest power to receive and to impart... The
poet is the sayer, the namer, and represents beauty. He
is a sovereign, and stands on the centre... and if any poet
has witnessed the transformation he doubtless found it
in harmony with various experiences. We have all seen
changes as considerable in wheat and caterpillars. He
is the poet and shall draw us with love and terror, who
sees through the flowing vest the firm nature, and can
declare it» (CE, p. 321).

Evidently then, R. W. Emerson’s account of the
poet is indistinguishable from M. Heidegger’s F. Hol-
derlin?®. M. Heidegger’s ascribing the transforma-
tive power of nature exclusively to F. Holderlin when

%1t is in reading R. W. Emerson that S. Cavell finds a way to M. Heidegger, as he explains that M. Heidegger’s indebtedness to
F.Holderlin is mirrored by R. W. Emerson and H. Thoreau’s interest in poetry [2, p. 173-174]. Also, S. Cavell explains that R. W. Emer-
son and M. Heidegger’s «thinking as being drawn as on a path», is consistent with Wittgenstein’s the «proof is not a movement but

aroute» [16, p. 17].

read in light of R. W. Emerson’s insights, is, there-
fore, problematic. Both see the poet’s «centre» sym-
bolising the transformation needed to non-objec-

tively propagate nature, the discordance, however,
amounts to M. Heidegger’s reading of the history of
metaphysics?®

The philosopher-poet

M. Heidegger’s turn to F. Holderlin is motivated by
his reading of the history of metaphysics, what he calls
the «forgottenness of being», (die Seinsvergessenheit)
and the breakdown of truth?’. Central to this reading
is M. Heidegger’s characterisation of Plato and his re-
sponsibility for the inception of the correctness of the
gaze and idéo per his cave allegory?®. M. Heidegger’s
point here is clear, the poetry of F. Holderlin represents
the move towards the overcoming of the metaphysical
thinking that starts with Plato. R. W. Emerson affirms
the Platonic influence: «<How many great men Nature is
incessantly sending up out of night, to be his men-Pla-
tonists!» (CE, p. 471). But disparately, he sees Plato as
the philosopher-poet per excellentiam (CE, p. 471). The
Emersonian marriage of thought and nature is exhibit-
ed definitively in Plato’s metaphysics, what he calls in
his 1845-1846 essay on Plato the «<wonderful synthe-
sis», one which every great artist has®’ (CE, p. 479). For
R. W. Emerson, Plato is the poet qua philosopher who
metaphysically-poetises per boundless nature®. Pla-

to herein is the sovereign who stands on the ‘centre’ of
thought and nature in perfect harmony: Plato is clothed
with the powers of a poet, / stands upon the highest place of
the poet, and / (though I doubt he wanted the decisive gift
of / lyric expression), mainly is not a poet because he chose
to use the poetic gift to an ulterior purpose (CE, p. 473).

The apex of expression for R. W. Emerson, therefore,
is the ability to receive and impart from nature the poe-
tic interdependently with metaphysical-philosophical
thought - there is no dissociation here. While M. Hei-
degger sees Platonic metaphysics as responsible for the
inauguration of the exclusivity to conceptual thinking,
R. W. Emerson instead implicates man thinking. Further-
more, R. W. Emerson sees the impossibility of speaking and
thinking without embracing the «difference of things», and
«oneness and otherness»>! (CE, p. 475). The poet hereby is
not distinct from the philosopher, as R. W. Emerson does
not problematise metaphysics as M. Heidegger does. So,
the futural thinker that M. Heidegger finds in F. Holderlin,
R. W. Emerson saw in Plato, among others*

Poetising or thinking?

In M. Heidegger, we do see a somewhat peripheral al-
beit renewed reference to Plato. In «<Was heifst Denken?»
M. Heidegger reconsiders the possibility of the simulta-
neity of philosophical-poetising, one that is character-
ised by a response to a call like the «thinking as recep-
tion» in R. W. Emerson [2, p. 171-172]. While generally,
M. Heidegger affirms the separation between thinking

and poetising, in this later work he does concede that
there are times «when they are the same — those times
when the gulf separating poesy and thinking is a clean
and decisive cleft» (GA 8, p. 8). This occurs when «poesy
is lofty, and thinking profound», a matter that M. Heide-
gger claims, F. Holderlin understood well*® (GA 8, p. 20).
Furthermore, it is interesting that M. Heidegger would

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use F. Holderlin’s text «Socrates and Alcibiades» to fur-
ther illustrate this cleft (Kluft) — focusing on the words
«thought and «love» that stand in the «closest vicin-
ity» (GA 8, p. 20). On that note, I can speculate, per-
haps somewhat apprehensively, that the later M. Hei-
degger may be rethinking his earlier thoughts on Plato,
particularly if we look at his reference to the dialogue
«Phaedrus». M. Heidegger is essentially stressing that
Plato’s dialogue being open to a multitude of interpreta-
tions is «the element in which all thought must move in
order to be strict thought» (GA 8, p. 71). But what char-
acterises the «strictness» of thought?

M. Heidegger hints that it is the «inexhaustibility»
(unausschopfbar) of Plato’s dialogue «by its nature»,
which forever marks the creativeness which «of course,
comes only to those who are capable of reverence» (die
verehren konnen) (GA 8, p. 72). Again, verehren can also
mean veneration, a profound resemblance to R. W. Em-
erson’s «inexhaustible poet». While this may detract
from our specific concerns on the relatability of thought
to poetry, it nevertheless shows that perhaps from the
1950s onwards M. Heidegger may have had a different
outlook on their consubstantiality, vis-a-vis the nature
of Plato’s thought. Moreover, in «Das Ereignis» the re-
lation between poetising and thinking are discussed in
detail, with which we have no room for an extensive
engagement (GA 71, p. 239-289). To draw out an im-
portant detail, however, M. Heidegger here asserts that
both poetry and philosophy are not fixed domains but
are grounded in poetising and thinking. In this groun-
ding, poetising is seen as the «xnaming» whilst thinking
is the «seeking» of this saying (GA 71, p. 285-286). But
it becomes clear the further one reads into this work
that there is, in appearance at least, a distinction be-
tween the two, which for M. Heidegger is derived from
metaphysics’ limitations. The issue for M. Heidegger is
that thinking their consubstantiality is «unsuited» for

metaphysics, a point R. W. Emerson would undoubted-
ly problematise.

R. W. Emerson, is certainly more consistent on
their inextricability, bringing the centrality of nature’s
role into clear view>*. In his seminal work «Nature»,
R. W. Emerson explains that few «adult persons can see
nature», and most «persons do not see the sun». The
poet, however, can «integrate all parts», and his «inter-
course with heaven and earth becomes part of his daily
food» (CE, p. 5-6). Crucially, this «intercourse» must in-
clude thought conterminously with poetising, for a dis-
tinction between the two may risk nature’s objectifica-
tion. Any difference between thought and poetry only
symbolises the unity of the truth of the philosopher
and the beauty of the poet: «The true philosopher and
the true poet are one, and a beauty, which is truth,
and a truth which is beauty, is the aim of both. Is not the
charm of one of Plato’s or Aristotle’s definitions strictly
like that of the Antigone of Sophocles?» (CE, p. 30-31).

This insight is consistent with F. Holderlin’s enrap-
ture, however, whereas M. Heidegger focuses solely on
F.Holderlin’s poetry, R. W. Emerson’s poetry is inextrica-
bly bound to thinking, hence the differing views on Pla-
to*°. Therein lies the crux of the dissonance, M. Heideg-
ger’s attempt to overcome the objectification of nature
post the Platonic inception is assumed by R. W. Emer-
son utilising the very Platonic inception that M. Hei-
degger implicates as the central problem. Thinking as
reception in the case of R. W. Emerson entails poeti-
sing and thinking concomitantly. Whilst M. Heidegger
points to the shortcomings of metaphysical thought in
itself, R. W. Emerson refers to the thinker’s segregation
from nature instead. The marriage of thought with na-
ture is equally reproducible in thinking and poetising.
Nature, therefore, is the source for poetising exclusive-
ly in M. Heidegger, whereas, for R. W. Emerson, this in-
cludes both thinking and poetising.

Conclusion

Perhaps what is most striking is the harmonious con-
clusion of both thinkers, despite their differing accounts
of the belongingness of poetising and thinking. It is im-
portant to note that nature is central to R. W. Emerson’s
American transcendentalism, which also is influenced
to some extent by English and German Romanticism.
While M. Heidegger’s thought in several ways exercises

affinities with the Emersonian strand of transcenden-
talism as argued, the Platonic influence on R. W. Emer-
son’s transcendentalism would prove insurmountable
for M. Heidegger. M. Heidegger’s reading of the his-
tory of metaphysics exhibits the entire post-Aristote-
lian history of philosophy as bound to the framework of
Plato’s incipient metaphysics, with F. Nietzsche repre-

345, Cavell finds affinity in M. Heidegger’s statement that «for questioning is the piety of thinking», with R. W. Emerson’s «Always
our thinking is a pious reception». According to S. Cavell the principal text of M. Heidegger’s to further explore this relation between
Emerson and M. Heidegger is «Was heifst Denken?» which he sees as the quarrel between philosophy and theology [2, p. 171-172].
G. L. Bruns explains that this is S. Cavell’s «partial translation of M. Heidegger’s «Gelassenheit», nonviolent thinking, letting-be (or
asl ?refer) letting-go» which parallels R. W. Emerson’s pious reception [21, p. 622].

*Inthe first of M. Heidegger’s F. Nietzsche volumes, he discusses the unity of beauty and truth per Plato’s «Phaedrus» in the chapter
entitled «Plato’s Phaedrus: beauty and truth in felicitous discordance». In this volume, M. Heidegger affirms that beauty and truth «are
in essence related to the selfsame, to Being; they belong together in one» (GA 6.1, p. 198). Despite their belonging together, however,
«they must diverge for man, they must separate from one another» (GA 6.1, p. 198). This is, again due to Plato’s positing of Being as
the nonsensuous. So, here we see another disparity between R. W. Emerson and M. Heidegger being based on the Platonic foundation

concerning thinking and poetising.
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senting the end of this trajectory despite his rejection
of Platonism. R. W. Emerson offers a differing view. It is
man thinking that represents the great divide between
the thinker and nature. For R. W. Emerson, the solution
lies in the revelatory conversion of nature into both
thought and poetry. Moreover, Plato is not responsible
for the objectification of nature, as evidenced in the
poetic-philosophic and allegorical nature of his dia-
logues. Notwithstanding this dispute, both thinkers are
critical of the objectification of nature. Nature for them
is not merely to be enjoyed in its aesthetic qualities but
to be recognised for its transformative potentiality.

By way of conclusion, an important point needs men-
tioning. M. Heidegger’s «Beitrage» is often considered
the crucial work signifying his so-called turn, an effort

at moving towards a more poetic expression. M. Heideg-
ger’s goal here is to overcome conceptualised thinking,
a goal that would preoccupy his writings for most of the
1930s and well into the mid to late 1940s. R. W. Emer-
son on the other hand is considered a poet who philo-
sophises and is known for his poetry and poetic prose
writing style in his essays, perhaps demonstrating the
interdependency of poetry with philosophy. With these
points in mind, it is important to note that this paper
serves as a mere brief survey of both thinkers and their
relatability, perhaps opening the door to a more com-
prehensive study, moving beyond what S. Cavell started.
In a somewhat reluctant remark, I do find both thinkers
having more in common than not and, hereby, eagerly
anticipate such opportunities.

DYNAMICS OF THE EPISTEMOLOGICAL IMAGES
OF STATEHOOD IN NEW EUROPEAN PHILOSOPHY

The article reveals the categorical and conceptual features of the dynamics of epistemological images of statehood in the
new European philosophy based on two intellectual coalitions. The first coalition (F. Bacon, R. Descartes, B. Spinoza) made
it possible to reveal the ways of legitimising knowledge in the context of the duality of empirical and rational approaches,
which, accordingly, do not allow going beyond the immanence of statehood, and regulate its theoretical comprehension
through monotonous discrete principles. On the basis of the second coalition (R. Descartes, T. Hobbes, ]. Locke, B. Spinoza),
changes in the schemes of categorisation and conceptualisation of statehood are traced and disclosed, the need to distin-
guish between explicit (hidden) and superficial (deep) structures is substantiated. It has been substantiated that the cultural
transfer of categorical and conceptual features into modern studies of statehood is possible only in the dynamics of their
interconnections.

The article reveals the content of the cosmic expression of F. I. Tyutchev’s poetry. It manifests itself when he describes the
nature of the Earth and its beauty.

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The article aims to analyse how the formation of the philosophical credo of N. A. Berdyaev and his formation in the role
of criticism of Marxist philosophy in the context of the materialistic research of G. V. Plekhanov. It is shown that the views of
G. V. Plekhanov on the critical processing of the principles of the materialist understanding of history are a reaction to the
philosophical system of N. A. Berdyaev. In turn the degree of influence of Russian philosophical systems on the views of
N. A. Berdyaev, which implicitly made it possible to correct the historical and philosophical concept of G. V. Plekhanov. The
hypothesis of four factors is substantiated, such as the importance of the family of N. A. Berdyaev and personally the elder
brother S. A. Berdyaev, the philosophical atmosphere of the beginning of 21™ century, in Europe, the degree of influence on
the formation of his methodological credo P. B. Struve and attitude to the work of G. V. Plekhanov, who made it possible to
clarify and substantiate in more detail the contradictory premises of their historical and philosophical concepts. The work
uses the method of comparative studies to describe the categorical apparatus of thinkers.

MAGICAL AND RELIGIOUS REPRESENTATIONS
IN THE CONFESSIONAL FIELD
OF MODERN BELARUSIAN SOCIETY

The article is devoted to analysing the peculiarities of religious beliefs in Belarus. A brief overview of the adherence of
confessions’ representatives to religious ideas is given. The specificity of the perception of the confessional truths by various
categories of the religious population is analysed. In the process of analysis, the ratio of magic and mysticism in the context
of the religious system is touched upon. A hypothesis that confessional affiliation does not exclude a tendency to magical
ideas is built within the framework of the article, and a conclusion about the features of the construction and reproduction

of magical and religious thinking is made.

RISKS OF ACCELERATED DIGITALISATION
OF SOCIETY DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC:
A SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS

The article is devoted to a sociological analysis of the accelerated social digitalisation’s risks in the context of the
COVID-19 pandemic. The general role of digital technologies in the modern citizen’s life is described, the most sensitive to
the impact of accelerated digitalisation areas (labour, lifestyle, interpersonal communication) are highlighted. Based on the
results of an empirical study, possible technical, organisational, emotional and psychological difficulties that citizens face
in the process of using digital technologies are indicated. In conclusion, generalised risks of accelerated digitalisation are
proposed (reformatting of social connections, the emergence of new social inequality dimensions, information overload and
dependence on technology).

THE PHENOMENON OF RACISM AND THE CONCEPT OF RACE:
A TRANSDISCIPLINARY RESEARCH

In recent decades, with development of scientific and philosophical knowledge, the transdisciplinary approach has be-
come relevant, as it aims at comprehensive study of complex natural and social phenomena. Racism belongs among such
phenomena, and it it is usually studied in sociology and historical science. The article presents a transdisciplinary study
of racism, involving a complex appeal to philosophy, history, sociology, and other disciplines. Special attention is paid to
the philosophical conceptualisation of racism and the relationship of racism with the category of race. The article follows
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the evolution of the concept of race in philosophy, science and social and political practices from its origins to the 20" and
21% centuries, when this concept is declared to be artificially constructed and is gradually ousted from philosophical and
scientific discourse. Bioanthropologists criticise the concept of race as inaccurate, while intellectuals see racial classifica-
tions as a sign of racism. The difficulty of the conceptualisation is associated not only with the variability of the concept of
race but also with the change in its historical types, from traditional to contemporary ones. Traditional (classical, biological)
racism is based on the use of the category of race and the idea of insurmountable biological differences between represen-
tatives of different races. The article concludes that present-day racism exists in two forms: class (institutional) racism and
cultural (differential or «subtle») racism. Class racism is associated with social and political practices of implicit segregation
in employment and, accordingly, with unequal distribution of income. Cultural racism shifts the focus from biology to culture
and emphasises the insurmountability of cultural differences.

ACTOR-NETWORK THEORY AS A METHODOLOGY
OF MODERN SOCIAL RESEARCH

The article presents an investigation of the actor-network theory (ANT) and its conceptual contribution to the understan-
ding of changes in modern society. The key concepts and methodological principles of ANT are defined, such as generalised
symmetry, flat ontology, demonstrating the complexity of the social world and a new hybrid understanding of reality. The cha-
racteristic features of ANT are revealed, including its emphasis on the inseparability of human and non-human factors in hybrid
networks. The categorical apparatus of this program and the process of translation are considered. Critical remarks on the ANT
are given and the heuristic potential of the theoretical approach in the context of interdisciplinary research is presented.

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LOVE ATTITUDES OF STUDENTS
WITH DIFFERENT ATTACHMENT STYLES

The purpose of the article is to study the gender characteristics of the determination of students’ love attitudes by differ-
ent attachment styles. The survey involved 1°-4"" year students of various Belarusian universities (738 persons). The study
rests on the «Love Attitudes Scale» by K. Hendrik and S. S. Hendrik, «Adult Attachment Scale» by N. L. Collins. It was found
that in men, a secure attachment style is positively associated with the attitude eros, and negatively with ludus and storge;
fearful attachment style positively associated with eros and agape, and negatively with ludus; preoccupied attachment style
positively associated with pragma and mania, and negatively with eros; the dismissing style of attachment is positively asso-
ciated with ludus, and negatively with eros and agape. In women, only preoccupied attachment style is positively correlated
with mania and agape attitudes. It was shown that in men, a secure attachment style is a negative predictor of storge; fearful
attachment style is a positive predictor of mania, preoccupied attachment style is a positive predictor of mania, agape, prag-
ma and a negative predictor of eros, dismissing attachment style is a positive predictor of ludus and a negative predictor of
agape and eros. Women'’s love attitudes are less influenced by attachment styles — only fearful attachment style is a positive
predictor of mania, and preoccupied attachment style is a positive predictor of mania and agape.

GENDER DIFFERENCES IN PROSOCIAL TENDENCIES
OF CONVICTED MURDERERS

The study is devoted to the study of prosocial tendencies in criminals convicted of murder: various components of empa-
thy, types of assistance depending on the situation, assimilation of social norms of assistance. The sample consisted of con-
victs serving sentences for intentional unlawful deprivation of another person’s life (murder) aged 19 to 72 years (150 men
and 150 women). It was found that men have a higher level of altruistic type of prosocial behaviour than women; women
have higher rates of cognitive empathy, fantasy, empathic care and personal distress; men differ from women in high rates of
social responsibility and reciprocity norms, the cost — reward norm is significantly higher in women.

CHARACTERISTICS OF SEXUAL ATTITUDES

This article is devoted to the study of the features of the formation of sexual attitudes. Approaches to understanding the
installation, its distinguishing features and characteristics are considered. The definition of the concept of «attitude to sex»
is given. Several approaches are considered, in which the process and mechanisms of the formation of attitudes towards sex
are substantiated in different ways. Analysed scientific research, revealing the factors that have the most important influence
on the formation of sexual attitudes. It has been determined that the sexual attitudes of people are largely formed under
the influence of such factors as the cultural and social environment in which they were brought up, the media, their sexual
experience, innate personality traits, sexual orientation, body image, which affects on their sexual behaviour. Because there
are no universal cultural or social norms about sexuality, society continues to balance between encouraging and restricting
sexual activity. However, while there have been notable changes in attitudes around sexuality over the past decades that have
led to transformations in social policy and the International Statistical Classification of Diseases and Related Health Prob-
lems, old-fashioned and outdated ideas about sex still remain.

INTERRELATION BETWEEN COGNITIVE-STYLE

An important task in the professional training of future air traffic controllers is the cognitive-style characteristics: field
dependence and field independence, impulsivity and reflexivity, and rigidity and flexibility of cognitive control. As a result of
the study, it was found that air traffic controllers in comparison with cadets have statistically higher indicators of field inde-
pendence, as well as reflectivity (at the level of trends). Positive correlations of indicators of field independence and reflecti-
vity and negative correlations of indicators of attitution rigidity and sensitive rigidity with the success of training cadets were
revealed. Such cognitive-style characteristics as field independence and reflectivity influence the success of training cadets.
