Form of control — review article (research print journalism).

Topic: Climatic resources of Australia and Oceania (2 hours)

Assignment: Imagine that you are a popular blogger living in one of the cities
of Australia/Oceania. You are gathering a group of tourists for an excursion and you
need to write a series of posts about the climate in your city. Posts should be no more
than 1 paragraph and contain reliable information about the actual climate
parameters and the reasons contributing to this. For each fact, you need to write a
separate post with reasons.

The written series of posts must be presented to the group in class and posted
as a response on the Educational Portal.

You need to break into pairs and prepare questions and answers to them (one
student prepares questions, the second student answers them).

The written questions and answers must be presented to the group in class and
posted as an answer on the Educational Portal.

Form of control — an interview (operational and research radio journalism).

Topic: Comprehensive physical and geographical characteristics of the
region (2 hours)

Assignment: Imagine that you have been asked to create a film about one of
the regions of Asia. You need to prepare a script for a video documentary, which
will include video footage and text. You can arrange the materials in the form of a
table:

Text Video sequence/picture

It must indicate what the “voice” will be saying in the film. It must indicate
what image or video will be shown.

You can prepare a video yourself using photos and videos available on the
Internet, or your own photos and videos, but you must have your own voiced text.

The completed tables (or the created film) must be posted as an answer on the
Educational Portal.

Form of control — script for video (research television journalism).

Topic: Resources of the World Ocean and Antarctica (2 hours)

Assignment: Imagine that you need to write a review of a documentary film
or book on one of the objects of the World Ocean/Antarctica.

(why the film was shot this way), the storyline, the visual solution, how well the
visuals correspond to the idea, interesting moments and examples of the director’s
visual “finds,” illogical moments, personal impressions and point of view.
