The relationship of communicative reactions to jealousy and love styles of
individuals with different levels of relationship satisfaction: abstract to the thesis /
Daria Viktorovna Gaidukevich; Faculty of Philosophy and Social Sciences,
Department of Social and Organizational Psychology; scientific adviser S.M. Shirko.

Object of study — communicative reactions to jealousy.

Subject of the study — the relationship between communicative reactions to
jealousy and love styles of individuals with different levels of relationship satisfaction.

Purpose — to establish the nature of the relationship between communicative
reactions to jealousy and love styles in individuals with different levels of relationship
satisfaction.

Main results. In individuals with a low level of relationship satisfaction (scale
indicator-2), a strong positive relationship was found between the Ludus love style and
the following reactions to the situation of jealousy: negative affective reaction,
distributive communication and avoidance/denial. The data obtained indicate that the
higher the indicators of Ludus, the more often the above-mentioned types of behavior
will manifest themselves in situations of jealousy. Namely, both men and women with
a low level of relationship satisfaction, who have a predominant love style like Ludus
in a situation of jealousy, are more likely to express their negative feelings to their
partner, and may also seek to deny or avoid solving the problem. In individuals with a
low level of relationship satisfaction, a strong negative correlation was found between
the Mania love style and the reaction to the situation of jealousy avoidance/denial. It
can be assumed that the higher the Mania rates, the less likely the above-mentioned
type of behavior will manifest itself in situations of jealousy. Men and women with
low levels of relationship satisfaction, who have a predominant love Mania style, are
less likely to deny or avoid the existing problem in a situation of jealousy. In individuals
with a satisfactory assessment of relationships, a strong negative association of the
Agape love style with the following reactions to the occurrence of jealousy was
revealed: active distancing, negative affective expression, destructive communication,
avoidance/denial, and a strong positive correlation with the control/restriction reaction.
The data obtained allow us to state that the higher the Agape indicators, the less likely
the above-mentioned types of behavior will manifest themselves in the following
situations of jealousy: active distancing, negative affective expression, distributive
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communication, avoidance/denial. Consequently, both men and women with a low
level of relationship satisfaction, who have a predominant love style like Agape in a
situation of jealousy, are less likely to actively distance themselves from their partner,
deny or avoid having a problem, show negative feelings to their partner, blame and
quarrel with their partner, nevertheless they are inclined to establish various control
measures over a partner. In individuals with an average level of relationship
satisfaction, a statistically significant moderate positive relationship was found
between the Storge style of love and active distancing in a situation of jealousy. It
should be emphasized that the higher the Storge indicators, the more often the above-
mentioned type of behavior will manifest itself in situations of jealousy. Namely, both
men and women with an average level of relationship satisfaction, who have such a
style of love as Storge in a situation of jealousy, are more likely to deny or avoid having
a problem and actively distance themselves from their partner. Individuals with a
moderate level of relationship satisfaction have a weak positive correlation between
the Ludus love style and contact with a rival in a situation of jealousy. The data
obtained indicate that the higher the Ludus scores, the more often the above-mentioned
type of behavior will manifest itself in situations of jealousy. Men and women with a
satisfactory assessment of relationships in which the Ludus style of love prevails in a
situation of jealousy may attempt to resist a rival. Individuals with a high level of
relationship satisfaction showed a moderate positive relationship between the Eros love
style and active distancing and a weak positive correlation with destructive
communication. A moderate negative correlation was found between Storge's love
style and negative affective expression, as well as a moderate positive relationship
between Storge's love style and compensation/substitution and contact with a rival. It
should be noted that both men and women with a high level of relationship satisfaction,
who have such a style of love as Eros in a situation of jealousy, are more prone to
actively distancing themselves from their partner, accusations and quarrels with their
partner. Also, the data obtained indicate that men and women with a high level of
relationship satisfaction, who have such a style of love as Storge, are less likely to
express negative feelings to their partner in a situation of jealousy, more often resort to
trying to please their partner, do something pleasant to him, and also tend to try to resist
a rival.
