Structure and scope of the diploma work: the thesis consists of an
introduction, two chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources used (54 positions) and
three appendices. The full volume of work is 64 pages.

Keywords: psychofolkloristics, conspiracies, archetypes, integrative
folklore, suggestion, coherence, psyche.

Abstract text

The object of the research — conspiracies and conspiracy formulas.

The subject of the research — the existence of conspiracies outside of artistic
reality.

The purpose of the work — consider Russian conspiracies of the 17-19th
centuries in the aspect of psychofolkloristics.

Methods of research: comparative analysis and synthesis; deduction and
induction; directed sampling; classification; analytical description.

The results of the work and their novelty. Key psychological factors: trust,
suggestibility, beliefs, the ability of the healer to convince, the emotional state of the
recipient and the healer, the way of pronouncing, attributes, ritualism, sacredness,
reputation of the healer. The archetype of the Magician is dominant for healers. From
a linguistic point of view, the main factor is the implementation of the main textual
categories in conspiracies, in particular, the category of coherence (using lexical
repetition, using words of the same thematic group, using rhythm and rhyme).

Authenticity of materials and results of the diploma work: the scientific
provisions contained in the thesis are justified and reasoned. The methodological
basis is complex. The research was carried out taking into account the achievements
of Belarusian and foreign literary studies on the issue, which ensures the validity of
the conclusions formulated in the thesis.

Field of practical application: research materials can be used for further
folklore study of the conspiracies; for lectures of psychofolkloristics.

Thus, the existence of conspiracies has been
studied in many ways: a modified classification of archetypes has been used; the
psychological aspect is considered, in which special attention is paid to the
personality of both the performers and the person being spoken to; the linguistic
component of spell texts is analyzed using the example of the implementation of the
category of coherence.
Authenticity of the materials and results of the diploma was achieved through the
study of numerous sources, analysis of conspiracy texts from different centuries,
research and surveys.
Recommendations on the usage: in theoretical terms (the data obtained can be
significant for psycho-folkloristics as a science and can be used in further research),
in practical terms (the information and analysis results highlighted in the practical
and theoretical parts allow a person to understand what is necessary in order to spell
diseases, how this happens, and in the future either take this into account in your
professional activities, or use the acquired knowledge for yourself).
