3. The content of the work

The object of the research is postcolonial discourse as a method for
analyzing historical, cultural, and political processes in Central Asia.

The subject of the research is the role and influence of postcolonial studies
in interpreting and analyzing modern transformations in Central Asia.

The purpose of the research 1s to study and critically analyze the
contribution of postcolonial studies to the understanding of social, cultural, and
political processes in Central Asia after the collapse of the Soviet Union.

Methods of research. The methodology of the research is based on a
comprehensive approach combining postcolonial and decolonial theories. The
study uses critical discourse analysis to gain deeper insights into texts and
narratives related to postcolonial theory in Central Asia. The historical-
genealogical method is employed to analyze the development and transformation
of postcolonial processes over historical periods. The ethnographic method is used
to study cultural practices and identities of the region's population. Case studies
allow detailed examination of specific examples of postcolonial changes in
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, and Kyrgyzstan. Comparative analysis helps to compare
various postcolonial approaches and their influence on the formation of national
identities in these countries. Content analysis is applied for systematic examination
of information from academic sources and media related to postcolonial studies.

The results of the work and their novelty. The research revealed the influence
of postcolonial theories on the formation of contemporary national identity in
Central Asia, explored decolonial processes and their impact on the cultural and
political development of the region's countries. The study identified that
postcolonial studies play a special role in the process of rethinking history and
strengthening national consciousness. However, the application of postcolonial



theory is not always feasible for analyzing post-Soviet states due to the limitations
of this approach.

Authenticity of the materials and results of the diploma work. The materials
and results of the thesis, based on a wide source and historiographical base, as well
as an interdisciplinary approach, are reliable. The work is performed
independently.

Recommendations on the usage. The results of the work can be used for
further research on the topic, as well as in pedagogical and educational activities.
