The master's thesis consists of an introduction, a general description of the
work, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources used, contains 3 figures and 2
appendices. The full volume of the work is 69 pages. The list of sources used
includes 56 titles and, together with the publications of the master's student, occupies
6 pages.

The object of the study is modern international diplomatic relations.

The subject of the study is humanitarian aspects in the foreign policy of the
state.

The purpose of the study is to investigate the phenomenon of humanitarian
diplomacy in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Research methods. The methodological basis of the work is a complex of
general scientific research methods (analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction, etc.).
The work is based on systemic and institutional approaches to the study of the
processes under consideration. In some sections of the dissertation, special methods
are used: content analysis and case-study.

The results obtained and their novelty. The scientific novelty of the research
lies in the analysis of the phenomenon of humanitarian diplomacy, which, due to its
novelty, has not yet been fully investigated in Belarusian academic research. The
paper also actualizes the issue of the potential of humanitarian diplomacy for the
formation of a positive image of the Republic of Belarus in the international arena.

Reliability of materials and results of work. The materials used and the results
of the master's thesis are reliable. The author of the work confirms that all theoretical,
methodological provisions and concepts borrowed from sources are accompanied by
references to their authors.

Recommendations for the use of the results of the dissertation. The author's
provisions and the given factual material confirm the conditionality of the use of
humanitarian diplomacy mechanisms in the implementation of the foreign policy of
the Republic of Belarus at the present stage. The results of the study may be in
demand in the further study of the impact of humanitarian crises on the mechanisms
of implementation of the foreign policy of modern states, for the preparation of
generalizing works in the field of political science and international relations.
