Prejudices towards those suffering from chemical addictions among students
with different personal characteristics / Uladzimir Igaravich Malchevsky; Faculty of
Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Social and Organizational Psychology;

Object of research: prejudice as a phenomenon.

Subject of the research: prejudices towards those suffering from chemical
addictions among students with different personal characteristics.

Purpose of the research: to identify the characteristics of prejudice towards
those suffering from chemical addictions among students with different personal
characteristics.

The results: To conduct the research, the following were used: the RAFFT rapid
diagnostic method for alcoholism and drug addiction (Author: D. Ewing; Adaptation
and modification: A. Yu. Egorova); scaling technique based on the principle of
semantic differential (Author: Yu. S. Smirnova); five-factor personality questionnaire
5PFQ (Author: H. Tsuyi; Adaptation: A.B. Khromova).

Existing attitudes and, in particular, prejudices have a significant impact on
communication and interaction between people. Acting as reinforcement for isolating
and alienating people, this gives rise to a lot of problems in communication and
resolving a number of problems, including those of public importance.

The research conducted as part of this thesis revealed differences between the
degree of prejudice among students towards those suffering from chemical addictions
and the tendency of the students themselves to chemical addictions, the characteristics
of alcohol and drug use, and the presence of problems in connection with this among
relatives and friends. In addition, relationships were identified between the personal
characteristics of students according to the five-factor personality model and the
characteristics of students’ prejudices towards chemical addicts.

This work complements current theoretical ideas about the relationship between
personal characteristics and prejudices, as well as differences in attitudes towards
addicts among students with different propensities for addictive behavior. The results
obtained can be used by practical psychologists in correctional, developmental and
educational work, for the development of training and preventive programs, and the

selection of personnel to work in rehabilitation centers.
