Substantive features of ideas about the personal qualities of children with
different family structures: abstract to the diploma work / llya Maksimovich
Mingazov; Faculty of Philosophy and Social Sciences, Department of Social and
Organizational Psychology; scientific director A. S. Solodukho.

Object of study - sibling positions.

The subject of the study is ideas about sibling positions.

Purpose of the study - to study ideas about the personal characteristics of
representatives of different sibling positions.

Main results. Respondents agree with scientists that an only child is more
selfish, has a low need for affiliation, compared to others, and a high degree of
aspirations, which express the quality of being spoiled. Also, among the respondents
there was no mention of the fact that only children strive for power and control over
others, which, to some extent, also agrees with the position of scientists. Many ideas
include the level of development of an only child’s communication skills as
insufficient.

With regard to the eldest child, the ideas of scientific psychologists and the
ideas of respondents for the most part coincide and, unlike the ideas about an only
child, do not differ. In the respondents' ideas about the eldest child, responsibility is
primarily present. The second quality that respondents have in their minds about older
children is well-developed communication skills and leadership qualities. It is worth
noting that there are very few negative statements about older children and are found



entirely in the ideas of younger children, although they do not have the same
obviously negative connotation in the statements as in their ideas about only children.

For the most part, respondents' ideas about older children are positive and do
not have negative characteristics as reflected in their answers during the interview. In
general, older children, and according to the authors, have socially desirable traits.

There are quite a lot of neutral ideas about middle children. In the ideas of the
authors of the concepts like Adler, Richardson and others, and the respondents' ideas
about average children, there is quite a lot where they do not converge. However, one
way or another, all respondents mentioned diplomacy and flexibility. According to
respondents, the average child is quiet, adaptive, uninitiative and different. Different
in the sense that he can change as he needs.

With regard to representatives of the sibling position of the youngest child, the
ideas of psychologists and respondents completely coincide. They note that younger
children are spoiled, charming, outgoing, carefree, helpless, dependent on others, and
often exhibit rebellious behavior. It is interesting that, in contrast to ideas about other
sibling positions, ideas about younger children are almost always either positive or
negative. In ideas that have a positive connotation about younger children, one can
see the i1dea of the younger child’s freedom from excessive responsibility, seriousness
and ability that people like. Negatively colored ideas include beliefs that younger
children are spoiled, selfish, believe that they are owed everything, and that they are
manipulators.
