Peculiarities of teenagers' ideas about their parents' attitude towards them:
abstract to the thesis / Ekaterina Igorevna Rabus; Faculty of Philosophy and Social
Sciences, Department of Social and Organizational Psychology; scientific
supervisor O.G. Ksenda.

Object of research: the attitude of mothers and fathers towards teenagers.

Subject of research: peculiarities of adolescents' ideas about the attitude of
mothers and fathers towards them.

Purpose of research: to identify the peculiarities of teenagers' ideas about the
attitude of mothers and fathers towards them.

The results. This work highlighted the features of adolescents’ ideas about
the attitude of their mothers and fathers towards them. The peculiarities were that on
the scales “conflict”, “demandingness”, “control”, “monitoring”, “authoritarianism”
and “authoritarian hypersocialization”, that is, on the control block, boys’ indicators
in the perception of their fathers’ attitudes were significantly higher than those of
girls, which suggests that fathers treat boys more strictly and demandingly than girls.
They more closely monitor the successes of boys, control them in many ways,
demand discipline from them, make greater quantity and quality of demands, and
are also aware of the personal and social life of adolescents to a greater extent than
girls, who noted a lax and undemanding attitude towards themselves.

In adolescents’ perceptions of mothers, both girls and boys note average
indicators on the control block, which indicates that mothers treat both adolescents



moderately seriously and demandingly and they do not have a predominance
towards a particular gender.

Also, in the perception of fathers' relationships, boys have higher indicators
than girls in terms of inadequacy of the child's image and infantilization. In the
perception of boys, fathers sometimes distort their image, they may demand
something that does not correspond to their age, they may, on the contrary, downplay
their capabilities and consider them incapable of something, while girls practically
do not notice the image of their fathers.

In adolescents’ perceptions of mothers, both boys and girls note the obvious
presence of image distortion, which also indicates that in this indicator mothers do
not have a predominance in favor of boys or girls and for them teenagers are children
who need help and control.

Another feature is the level of emotional distance. As a result of the study, it
was revealed that between boys and fathers there is a low level of distance, that is, a
close emotional connection, and boys’ relationships with mothers are more distant,
while girls, on the contrary, have a greater level of distance with fathers and they do
not have such a close emotional connection. connection, while with mothers they
have a close emotional connection with a short distance. This suggests that boys are
still closer to their fathers, and girls to their mothers.

And other features were observed in relationship satisfaction. As a result of
the study, it was revealed that boys note a high degree of satisfaction in relationships
with fathers, and with mothers they note an average level, while girls note a high
degree of satisfaction in relationships with mothers, and with fathers they note an
average level. This means that boys are more satisfied with the quality of their
relationships with their fathers, while girls are more satisfied with the quality of their
relationships with their mothers.
