The relationship between love attitudes and the level of marital satisfaction in
marital relationships : annotation to the thesis / Kong Yidan ; Faculty of Philosophy
and Social Sciences, Department of Social and Organizational Psychology; scientific
adviser Shirko S.M.

Object of research: marital satisfaction.

Subject of research: the relationship between love attitudes and the level of
marital satisfaction in marital relationships.

Purpose of research: to identify the relationship between love attitudes and the
level of marital satisfaction in marital relationships.

The results. Differences in love attitudes in the marital relationships of Chinese
men and women have been established. Chinese men, unlike women, prefer <«eros>in
love, which shows that Chinese men prefer sexual attraction and desire between
partners. Chinese women, unlike men, prefer the «mania>style of love, and women
are more likely to put more emotions into love and love relationships, and often feel
insecure.

Sex differences in the level of marital satisfaction between men and women in
China have been found. Because the financial costs of marriage are relatively large,
Chinese men's marital satisfaction mainly focuses on the economic level, while
Chinese women pay more attention to communication in marriage. As for views on
marriage, men believe that economic level is the basis for emotional stability,
happiness and harmony in the family, while women place more emphasis on emotional
value and emotional benefits in marriage.

The nature of the relationship between love attitudes and the level of marital
satisfaction in marital relationships have been established. According to the results of
the correlation analysis, a positive relationship between love attitudes and satisfaction
with marriage was revealed in the indicators <eros»and <«economic aspect> <«dudus>»
and <good character>y «mania> and <«communication between husband and wife>3
<«agape>»and «communication between husband and wife>>and a negative relationship
between the indicators <eros>»and «the concept of lifex>and «dudus>>and <«the concept
of life>>

In terms of views on love, men consider love to be a biological instinct, and
women consider love to be a spiritual need. In particular, Chinese men believe that love
IS an instinct, as long as two partners are together, they will feel very happy and joyful;



while Chinese women believe that love is a spiritual need that requires two partners to
strive, create and always be close. In marriage, Chinese women tend to contribute more
and tolerate more, and pay more attention to the quality of marriage and family, while
Chinese men pay more attention to the quality of marriage and the content of family
life.
