The object of the study — parents' perceptions of child development.

The subject of the study — parents' perceptions about the development of their
own child with autism.

The aim of the study — to determine the peculiarities of parents' perceptions
about the development of their own child with autism.

Main results. The control group exhibits a more composed demeanor
regarding their child's development, characterized by reduced levels of anxiety and
tension compared to the experimental group. Conversely, the experimental group
demonstrates a tendency towards exaggerated positivity, reluctance to acknowledge
negative personality traits, and apprehension about the future. Significant
distinctions were observed particularly in the following areas: approach towards
addressing developmental issues in the child, perception of negative attributes in
personality, emotional portrayal of the child through metaphors, depiction of the
present moment through metaphorical representation, assessment of the child's
growth and attributes via open-ended semantic evaluations, and alignment of
symbolic descriptions (metaphors, open-ended semantic evaluations) with responses
provided during interviews.
