The article examines the contemporary genre variation of biographical works whose
classifications are based on the presence or absence of documentary and fiction. The
article shows that the mere fact of establishing the presence of documentary/fiction is
difficult to establish and therefore it is difficult to base classifications on this criterion.
The early biographies of Thomas More written by Catholic authors whose aim was to
show More as a martyred saint: William Roper, Nicholas Harpsfield, Thomas
Stapleton, Sir Christopher Cresacre More. That said, there are no other early
biographies of Thomas More.
