ABSTRACT

THREE KINGDOMS PERIOD, KOREAN PANTHEON, ARCHAIC
BELIEFS, SAMGUK SAGI, SAMGUK YUSA

The object of the study is the religious Korean beliefs of the Three Kingdoms
period based on the works of Kim Busik "Samguk sagi" and Iryon "Samguk yusa";
the subject is the characters of the Korean pantheon of the Three Kingdoms period.

The purpose of this work is to reconstruct the Korean pantheon of the Three
Kingdoms period, to characterize the characters of this period.

Research methods and approaches: descriptive, comparative, analytical.

The work is devoted to the generalization and systematization of religious
beliefs relating to the earliest period of Korean history, known from the written
monuments "Samguk sagi" by Kim Busik (1145) and "Samguk yusa" by Iryong
(1285).

Among the representatives of the Korean pantheon, two main groups stand out:
the spirits of nature and the spirits of dead people. In Korean beliefs, the veneration
of natural objects (especially mountains and trees) was widely reflected, which was
of paramount importance during the Three Kingdoms period. The writings do not
mention the inhabitants of the lower world, the images of the heavenly world are
poorly represented. The category of the spirits of the middle world is shown as the
most extensive, first of all, the spirits of nature — the patrons of natural objects and
phenomena. In the category of spirits into which the souls of people have turned,
three groups are distinguished: souls that have not come to terms with death; deified
sovereigns; people who have achieved a high status in self-improvement during life
and become nature spirits after death.

Author's versions of semantics of some images are offered. The results of the
study can become the basis for further study of the Korean pantheon, as well as used
in teaching courses on the mythology and religions of Korea.

The author confirms the reliability of the materials and results of the thesis, as
well as the independence of its implementation.
