ABSTRACT

RELIGIOUS SYNCRETISM, WORLD OF THE DEAD, FENGDU, DIYU,
TAOISM, BUDDHISM, CONFUCIANISM, FOLK BELIEFS

Object: Chinese ideas about the world of the dead.

Subject: the influence of syncretism on the development of Chinese ideas
about the world of the dead.

Objective: to show the influence of religious syncretism on the formation of
Chinese ideas about the world of the dead.

Methods and approaches: descriptive, comparative, analytical.

Quite numerous and contradictory views on the afterlife among the Chinese
have not yet been given an unambiguous assessment. The paper attempts to
systematize the medieval views of the Chinese on the world of the dead based on the
analysis of written monuments.

Chinese ideas about the world of the dead begin to take shape with the
development of religious Taoism. In the most systematized form, the concept is
presented in the text “Zhengao” by the patriarch of the Shangqing school — Tao
Hongjing. The Taoist concept is formed under the influence of Buddhist texts, but in
general, features of the Chinese tradition proper predominate. The main Taoist goal
of describing the world of the dead, in our opinion, is to promote the idea of the
possibility of continuing cultivation after the end of earthly life.

An important stage in the formation of Chinese ideas about the afterlife was the
appearance of the text “Yuli Baochao” in the Song era (960-1279). The work is a
vivid example of religious syncretism in China, as it combines elements of Buddhist,
Confucian, Taoist teachings and folk beliefs.

The results of the thesis can be used in the process of studying the mythology,
religions and traditional culture of China.

The author confirms the reliability of the materials and results of the thesis, as
well as the independence of its implementation.
