Key words: Alternative dispute resolution (ADR); commercial disputes;

The purpose: Conduct a comprehensive examination of alternative dispute
resolution (ADR) mechanisms within the legal frameworks of China and Belarus,
comparing their effectiveness, cultural acceptability, and alignment with international
standards, as well as the development of evidence-based proposals to improve the
availability and effectiveness of ADR in resolving commercial disputes in both

jurisdictions.

The object of the study - legal relations arising in the process of application of
alternative forms of commercial dispute resolution in the Republic of Belarus and the
People's Republic of China.

The subject of the study is the norms governing the procedure for resolving and
settling commercial disputes by arbitration courts, mediators, as well as doctrine and
law enforcement practice.

Research Methods: general scientific methods (description, definition,
comparison, analogy, analysis, synthesis, generalization, classification and others),
comparative analysis method.

Research Results and Novelty : The study reveals that both China and Belarus
possess comprehensive ADR frameworks, yet their effectiveness significantly varies
across different ADR forms. In China, mediation, particularly when combined with
arbitration (Arb-Med), enjoys a high success rate due to its cultural acceptance and
integration within the legal system. On the other hand, in Belarus, arbitration is more
prevalent, reflecting a preference for a more formal dispute resolution process.

It was observed that China adopts a more centralized approach with notable
state involvement, especially in mediation. Belarus, while also offering state-
supported mediation, provides more room for private ADR institutions.

The study indicates that both countries are increasingly aligning their ADR
mechanisms with international standards, thereby enhancing their capabilities in
resolving global commercial disputes. This trend towards internationalization is a
significant innovation in the ADR landscape of both countries, indicating an openness
to global best practices.

Another innovative aspect of this research is the analysis of the relationship
between ADR practices and economic development in China and Belarus. Findings
suggest that effective ADR mechanisms play a crucial role in creating a conducive
business environment, attracting foreign investment, and fostering economic growth.
