3. The content of the work

The object is legal relations arising in connection with ensuring free trade with
the need to protect the environment and sustainable use of natural resources.

The subject of the research includes the analysis of the WTO law, including the
General agreement on tariffs and trade, multilateral environmental agreements and
relevant case law, as well as international legal doctrine.

The purpose analyze how international free trade regulations can promote global
economic growth while maintaining environmental protection. The study examines the
provisions of Article XX of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade, which
provides for the right of WTO members to introduce barriers to international trade for
the purpose of environmental protection, as well as the practice of its application. In
addition, the paper also considers the impact of multilateral environmental agreements
(the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and
Flora (Convention CITES), the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the
Ozone Layer, the Basel Convention on the Control of Transboundary Movements of
Hazardous Wastes and their Disposal) on the development of international trade, and
calls for strengthening international cooperation to jointly address the challenges
between environmental protection and trade liberalization.

Research methods: The following methods were applied when preparing the
master's thesis: literature study, case study (analysis of decisions made on interstate
disputes), comparative legal method and historical method. The use of these scientific
methods contributed to the preparation of a systematic and comprehensive study with
an analysis of all necessary factors and the development of proposals for improving
the international legal regulation of the legal relations under consideration.

Research results: The presented study presumes that the international
community is increasingly paying attention to improving the international legal
regulation of international trade law and international environmental law and applying
a synergistic approach to ensure sustainable development, free trade and
environmental protection. To substantiate this position, the theses examine the
application of Article XX of the GATT, which provides for the right of WTO members
to introduce barriers on international trade, including for the purpose of environmental
protection. The study also analyses the EU Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism
(CBAM), which, as a complementary measure to the EU Emissions Trading Scheme



(EU ETS), is designed to achieve the EU's climate change mitigation commitments and
emission reduction targets by addressing carbon leakage in the EU's emissions
reduction process. The EU CBAM is considered in terms of its compliance with the
provisions of the GATT as a whole and Article XX of the GATT in particular, as well as
implementation of the principle of non-discrimination in international trade. The paper
analyzes the impact of international multilateral agreements in the field of
environmental protection on the development of international trade and also the
implementation by states of their voluntarily accepted obligations to introduce
restrictions on trade for the purpose of environmental protection.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis: Materials and results of the
submitted master's thesis are based on reliable sources and independently conducted
theoretical research. All materials used in the research, which are from the literature
and other sources are accompanied with references to its authors. The materials and
results are reliable as they are based on WTO agreements, multilateral environmental
agreements, and documented case studies.

Recommendations for the use of the results: The results of the conducted
research can be addressed in the educational process, research activities and good
governance. The findings and results can be used to provide relevant balance between
the necessity to promote economic and social development of their countries and at
the same time to fulfil international environmental obligations.
