Remedies for breach of contract also differ, with the EU favoring
compensatory damages and China prioritizing specific performance as the preferred
remedy. The rise of e-commerce and digital trade has added complexity to both legal
systems, yet the EU has more robust consumer protection frameworks, especially in
the digital sector. This research offers practical insights for businesses, suggesting
that greater harmonization between the EU and Chinese contract laws could enhance
cross-border trade efficiency.
