Objective: to define functional similarities in the image of the Holy Spirit and
seven divine spirits in Zoroastrianism and Early Christianity.

Research methods. Our thesis is based on the results of research done by M.
Boyce, E.M. Meletinski, I. V. Rak, L.S. Sventsitskaya, I. M. Steblin-Kamenski, V. N.
Toporov, O. M. Chunakova, D. I. Edelman, M. Dresden, J. Dumézil, Philip G.
Kreyenbroek, J. Modi, J. Pacheco, E. Raffaelli, A. Tabatabai, L. Sistieri, P. Oktor
Skjaervo. In the research were used the method of continuous sampling, textual and
comparative analysis.

Novelty of the research topic. The analysis of ancient sources and the study of
the historical connections of religions have been studied many times, both in foreign
and national science. However, no comprehensive work covering all aspects of this
topic has yet been found. This study comprehensively examines the topic of the
influence of Zoroastrianism on early Christianity.

As a result of the research sources, encyclopedias, dictionaries of Iranian
mythology and Abrahamic religions were reviewed; the semantics of the terms Spenta
Mainyu, Amesha Spenta in Zoroastrianism and the Holy Spirit in Christianity were
studied; a textual analysis of Zoroastrian sources in the Avestan and Pahlavi languages
and the New Testament was carried out in order to analyze the images of Spenta
Mainyu, Amesha Spenta, the Holy Spirit and the seven divine spirits; a comparative
analysis of the images of divine entities was carried out.

The structure and the scope of the Master's thesis: The study consists of a
general description of the work, an introduction, two chapters, a conclusion, a list of
references and four appendices. The list of references consists of 101 sources, of which
51 sources are in foreign languages, incl. 11 in Persian and 40 in English. Annexes A
and B present fragments of Zoroastrian texts with references to Spenta Mainyu and
Amesha Spenta, selected by the method of continuous sampling. Appendixes C and D
present fragments of New Testament texts on the Holy Spirit and the seven divine
spirits, selected in a similar way.
