Object of study: social relations that determine international standards for the
implementation of interaction of customs control.

The purpose of the work: is a comprehensive scientific analysis of theoretical
and practical issues of interaction between customs authorities and other subjects of
the national system of combating crime.

Research methodology: general scientific methods (dialectical, historical,
analysis and others) and special legal methods (comparative legal, formal legal,
statistical and others).

Scientific novelty of the research: in the thesis an attempt was made to identify
and analyze the main problems of interaction between customs authorities and other
subjects of the national system of combating crime. As a result of the study,
proposals were developed to improve the legislation of the Republic of Belarus. In
particular, it was found that customs and border guard authorities are of great
importance in the country.
