The object of the study is the economic development of the Republic of Belarus.

The subject of the study is the state policy of economic development of the
Republic in the context of the transition to the optimal model.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the features and mechanisms of the state
policy of economic development of the Republic of Belarus, as well as to determine
possible directions for its improvement and the formation of an optimal model, taking
into account current internal and external factors.

Research methods: the method of unity of the historical and logical, comparative
analysis, modeling method.

The study analyzed key theories and models of economic development in various
countries, assessed the current policy of Belarus, proposed the author's methodology for
a comprehensive assessment of the level of development, and formulated
recommendations for improving the existing development strategy, taking into account
international experience and national characteristics.

The results of the work were tested in the educational (3 acts) and production (1
act) process. On the topic of the study, 14 scientific papers of the author were published.
