The object of research is demographic processes and their interrelation with
macroeconomic indicators in the Republic of Belarus, reflecting the dynamics of
economic growth.

The subject of research is the mechanisms of the impact of key demographic
determinants on the pace and quality of economic growth in the Republic of Belarus.

The purpose of research is to identify the mechanisms of the demographic factor's
influence on the economic growth of the Republic of Belarus and to develop sound
practical recommendations for improving demographic policy as a tool for the sustainable
development of the national economy.

Methods: analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, statistical method,
comparative historical method, structural analysis, observation and comparison, graphical
analysis.

Degree work is devoted to the study of the influence of demographic processes on
the dynamics of economic growth in the Republic of Belarus. The implementation of an
integrated approach to demographic accounting — including the demographic dividend,
the age structure of the population and migration flows — is becoming a key factor
determining the potential for sustainable development of the national economy.
