Subject: socio-economic factors and patterns that determine the
development of the socio-economic model of Japan in the post-war period.

Objective: to identify the interactions of political and economic strategies in
the process of forming the socio-economic model of Japan's development in the
post-war period.

Methods: comparative historical methods, method of analysis, method of
generalization, method of classification, method of statistical analysis.

The thesis is devoted to the study of the political, socio-economic situation
of Japan after the Second World War, as the basis for forming an effective model of
state development. The work provides a description of the new constitution, which
represented the basis of the legislative framework and acted as a regulator of the
political system, which created conditions for further economic development of the
country, which led to an improvement in the quality of life of the population.

The study presents materials that determine the political course of Japan, and
statistical data characterizing the popularity of political parties and the influence of
their doctrines on the formation of the political system. The study also contains an
analysis of economic factors influencing the development of the economy both
within the country and at the international level and determining the dynamics of
the socio-economic development of Japan.

The results of the study can be used for further study of various aspects of
the socio-economic model of development of Japan, as well as in classes devoted
to the history, politics and economy of Japan.
