Object: the influence of Russian policy on the development of the Arab
movement.

Subject: facts that revealed the racial consequences of the Arab national
revolution.

Objective: determine the factors that contributed to Russia’s influence of the
formation and growth of Arab nationalism.

Research methods: generalization, sistematization, comparison, and analyses,
historical-genetic, historical-descriptive, historical-comparative, and historical
method of periodization, method of actualization, indirect observation and statistical
methods.

In the formation of Arab nationalism, the Russian factor can be seen in two
periods: the first period before 1908 is characterized by Russia’s educational
activities in the form of the establishment of the RDM and the IPPO in the Holy Land
after losing its position in the Middle East region because of the Crimean War of
1853—1856. In the second stage (1908—1917), the religious and political motives of
Russian politics became more evident, which were reflected in the development of
national liberation thought.

The work provides a periodization of the influence of the Russian factor on the
formation of Arab nationalism; demonstrates the degree of influence of the Russian
Empire on ethno-confessional processes in the Ottoman Empire; an attempt is made
to characterize the place of the Christian factor in the development of Arab
nationalism.

The results of the conducted research can be used in the process of studying the
problem of Arab nationalism and serve as a basis for further study of the Russian
factor in the issue.
