Object of research: separatism and irredentism on the Balkan Peninsula in
the context of their historical evolution and modern manifestations.

Subject of the study: historical, ethnocultural and political reasons for the
emergence of separatist and irredentist movements in the Balkans, specific cases as
models of the interaction of internal and external factors;

The purpose of the work is to identify the historical, socio-political and
international factors determining the dynamics of separatism and irredentism in the
Balkans, and to reveal the essence of such movements.

Research methodology: analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction,
comparison, system analysis, historical and genetic method, comparative historical
analysis, case study, discourse analysis.

The scientific novelty of the research is a comprehensive analysis of the
ethnic history of the Balkans, as well as an analysis of Balkan separatism and
irredentism, with an emphasis on key stages: the collapse of Yugoslavia, post-
conflict crises and modern Irredentist movements. Comparative study of the role of
international actors (EU, USA, Russia) in conflict escalation and resolution.
Identification of the relationship between historical narratives (the Ottoman
heritage, the Yugoslav idea) and modern ethnopolitical requirements.

Research results: Separatism and irredentism in the Balkans are a
consequence of incomplete nation-building and contradictions between the
principles of territorial integrity and self-determination. Key cases (Kosovo,
Republika Srpska) demonstrate that external interference often exacerbates
conflicts, creating precedents for new splits. The stabilization of the region requires
the strengthening of civil institutions, dialogue between ethnic groups and a
balanced position of the international community.
