Object of research is corruption as an element of the political system.

Subject of research is the essence of political corruption, which is expressed
in its goals, subjects, forms, causes and consequences.

The purpose of the work is to identify the essence of corruption as a
structural component of the political system.

Research methods and approaches: analysis and generalization of theoretical
materials, abstraction, induction, comparative legal method, systemic and
institutional approaches.

In the course of work theoretical approaches to the definition of the concept,
goals, subjects and forms of political corruption were revealed. Legal and
scientific-legal definitions of corruption, as well as distinctive features of political
corruption are given. Functioning mechanism of political corruption was described,
indicating the main elements. The causes and consequences of corruption crimes
have been identified, as well as the methodology and rating of the Corruption
Perception Index. The indicators of the index of the countries of the world in
dynamics are studied. The threats and risks that corruption poses to the political
system and the state as a whole are indicated. The concepts of relations with the
state, promotion of interests and corruption are correlated based on the analysis of
the North American and European experience of legislative regulation of lobbying.
The peculiarities of the legal formalization of relations between the state and
business in the Republic of Belarus are revealed.

The field of possible practical application is the practical recommendations
developed based on the results of the thesis on improving the state anti-corruption
policy.
