Research objective: To identify and conduct a comparative analysis
of the mechanisms of public opinion formation by youth media in the
media communication system of Belarus and China, determining key
trends, challenges, and prospects for the development of this media
segment.

Research methodology includes content analysis of media materials,
surveys of youth audiences, analysis of statistical data on media
consumption, comparative analysis of media policies in Belarus and
China, as well as an examination of the influence of social networks on
youth information behavior.

Results obtained:
