Object of the study — family relationships.

The subject of the study is the interrelation of family relationships and
teenagers' positions in the situation of bullying.

Purpose of the research — to establish the interrelation of family relationships
and adolescents' positions in the situation of bullying.

Method of research: survey.

The research conducted within the framework of the thesis allowed to identify
the peculiarities of adolescents' role positions in a bullying situation, as well as
parenting styles used in families of children of aggressors and victims. Based on the
obtained results of the research analysis, it was revealed the styles of upbringing of
adolescents, as well as the strategies used by parents in child-parent conflict,
interrelated with certain role positions of an adolescent in a bullying situation.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the findings that adolescents raised
in families with an authoritarian parenting style are predisposed to adopting the
victim role in bullying situations. Adolescents brought up in families with a
permissive parenting style — where clear boundaries and prohibitions are absent—
tend to choose the role of aggressor in cases of school bullying.

New data were obtained showing that only children in a family are most
susceptible to direct victimization; the absence of siblings makes them more
vulnerable to overt aggression from peers. Younger children are more often victims
of indirect victimization, which manifests in manipulation or neglect of their needs
and desires. Middle children tend to display indirect aggression. Older children are
more likely to become initiators of direct bullying, showing aggression and
dominance.

New conclusions were also drawn regarding the connection between a lack of
parental attention, the absence of prohibitions or discipline in upbringing, and the
adolescent’s tendency to take the role of aggressor. Additionally, a correlation was
found between excessive parental strictness, preference for childlike qualities in the
adolescent, exposing children to interparental conflicts during upbringing, and the
adolescent’s choice of the victim role in bullying situations.

The thesis is an independent scientific research of the author, the originality
score 1s 94.03%.

The results of the study can be used in counselling and correctional work with
the families of students, as well as with the staff of educational institutions in order
to develop and implement measures to prevent bullying and provide assistance to
affected students.
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
