3. Summary text

The object of the research — social relations that arise in the process of
implementing supranational legal regulation.

The subject of the research — international treaties, normative legal acts of
domestic and foreign legislation of various levels and legal force, acts of
international organizations and supranational unions, doctrinal sources devoted to
the study of the issue of supranational law.

The purpose of the research — to identify the main aspects of supranational
legal regulation in the context of international, supranational and national law, taking
into account current trends, in order to identify problematic aspects of legislation in
this area and formulate proposals for its improvement.

Methods of research — general scientific methods of cognition: analysis and
synthesis, the laws of formal logic, the method of transition from the general to the
particular, and others, as well as special legal methods: the method of comparative
jurisprudence and others.

The results of the work and their novelty.As a result of the research, the key
elements and characteristics of supranational legal regulation were identified using
the examples of such supranational associations of states as the European Union and
the Eurasian Economic Union; a comparative analysis of the institutional structure,
as well as methods of adoption and enforcement of supranational legal acts in the
EU and the EAEU was carried out. The scientific novelty of the research lies in an
integrated approach to the analysis of the regulatory content of supranational
regulation, which allowed us to identify not only its theoretical aspects, but also the
problems of practical implementation in the context of modern trends in the
development of international relations using the example of the most effective
supranational associations of states - the European Union and the Eurasian
Economic Union.
