The object of the research — subjective economic well-being.

The subject of the research — the relationship between subjective economic
well-being and social comparison orientation among students.

The purpose of the research — to characterize the relationship between
subjective economic well-being and social comparison orientation among students.

Methods of research: survey using an author-developed questionnaire, V.A.
Khashchenko's SEW questionnaire, E.S. Samoylenko's SCO questionnaire, and
statistical data processing in SPSS.

The graduation thesis identifies key patterns in the relationship between
subjective economic well-being and propensity for social comparison among
students. It has been established that the lower the level of subjective economic well-
being, the more frequently students resort to social comparison, especially with their
immediate circle. The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in the
identification and comprehensive analysis of the relationship between subjective
economic well-being and propensity for social comparison among students in the
context of contemporary economic and social changes, which has not been the
subject of specialized research before. The obtained results contribute to the
development of theoretical approaches to understanding the influence of economic



factors on youth behavior and can serve as a basis for further research in the fields
of psychology and sociology.

The graduation thesis is an independent scientific research by the author; the
originality score is 71.49%.

The results of the graduation thesis can be used in developing programs for
psychological and pedagogical support of students, for example, in creating financial
literacy trainings and forming adaptive social comparison strategies.
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
