3. Contents of the work

The object of the study - the agro-estates of the Republic of Belarus as part of
the tourism market and an element of rural tourism.

The purpose of the study - to study the current state of agroecotourism entities
in the Republic of Belarus, identify the main problems of their development and
determine promising areas for improving this area.

Research methods: Analysis of statistical data, consumer surveys (using the
example of clients of Ventotur Travel Agency LLC), comparative analysis (with
international experience using France as an example), SWOT analysis, theoretical
analysis methods (study of the essence, specificity), systematization of information
from scientific and regulatory sources.

Results and their novelty: The crisis state of agroecotourism in the Republic of
Belarus caused by the adoption of a number of regulatory legal acts is analyzed,
systemic problems in the state of infrastructure, service marketing, business
seasonality, tax burden are identified, demand in agroecotourism is studied through a
consumer survey and solutions to the listed problems are proposed (digital marketing
ecosystem, infrastructure improvement). The novelty lies in the analysis of the impact
of legislative changes on the state of the agroecoservices market, in the combination
of comparison of objective data with consumer opinion, in the development of a
digital marketing model and the adaptation of foreign experience to current problems
in the field of agroecotourism in Belarus.

Reliability of materials and results of the thesis. The materials and results of
the thesis are reliable. The work was completed independently.

Recommendations for the use of the results of the work. The results can be used
by government bodies in the field of agroecotourism in developing strategies and
planning infrastructure, by owners of agro-estates to improve activities and
marketing, as well as by travel agencies and specialized organizations to form
tourism products and recommendations.
