The object of the research is media coverage of environmental issues that
influence public opinion and behavior, as well as the possibility of using media
resources to increase public engagement in environmental initiatives.

The subject of the research is the content and form of presentation of
environmental topics in various media sources, methods and techniques for drawing
attention to environmental problems and increasing interest in participating in
environmental initiatives.

The aim of the research is to study the impact of media coverage of
environmental issues on the level of participation and involvement of society in
various environmental initiatives and to identify effective strategies and methods of
media information impact that enhance public interest and support in important
environmental issues.

To achieve the stated goal, it is necessary to solve the following tasks:

1. To study the role of media in covering and solving environmental problems;

2. To identify the environmental problems of Belarus, the main parameters of
the state policy in the field of ecology and ways of reflecting environmental problems
in the Belarusian media;

The results of the research and their novelty: The essence of the environmental
problems of our time is revealed and the theoretical and methodological foundations
of the state's environmental policy are characterized. The main stages of the
development of environmental journalism are characterized and the peculiarities of
the reflection of environmental issues in the mass media are determined. To identify
the features of environmental coverage in the Belarusian media. The main approaches
