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3. Content of the work

Object of research: the tourist complex of Brest region.

Purpose of research: research of natural and tourist potential of Brest region in
order to develop a new excursion route and education of careful attitude to nature

Research methods: research methods: analysis and synthesis — for searching
necessary information and selecting relevant data for the excursion; comparison — when
deciding on the selection of sites and route planning; historical and logical methods —
for working with the collected information, processing and systematizing it, as well as
determining the sequence of facts in order to create the control text of the excursion;
historical-comparative method — for searching and selecting information about the sites
and for compiling the excursion text; descriptive method — for describing the sites and
the excursion route.

Obtained results and their novelty: a comprehensive analysis of the state of
cultural heritage objects of Brest region and their use in the tourism sphere has been
carried out. The current state of historical and cultural objects was analyzed. A dynamics
of tourist flows and export of tourist services of the Republic of Belarus and Brest region
was considered. The loading of hotels in the region during the period of festivals was
investigated. The study of international cooperation on the protection of historical and
cultural heritage sites. And a new tourist route was developed, including significant
objects of cultural heritage of the region. And the novelty of the study lies in the
combination of analyzing objective data on the state of cultural heritage and tourist flows
with the proposal of specific solutions to increase the attractiveness of the region as a
tourist destination.

Area of possible practical application: the results can be used by government
agencies in the development of strategies and infrastructure planning, owners of
farmsteads to improve operations and marketing, as well as travel agencies and
specialized organizations for the formation of tour products and recommendations.
