The object of research: outbound tourism of citizens of the Republic of
Belarus.

The purpose of the thesis is to identify and analyze how the international
political agenda affects the volume and structure of outbound tourism from
Belarus, using popular tourist destinations as an example.

Research methods: methods of analysis and synthesis, generalization,
graphical and statistical analysis, comparative method, content analysis of
regulatory documents, case analysis of successful rebranding in tourism.

Scientific novelty of the research: the thesis provides a systematic analysis of
the influence of modern international political factors on outbound tourism from
Belarus, which fills the existing gap in the Belarusian scientific tradition. Unlike
existing studies, this study focuses on specific popular destinations (Turkey, Egypt,
Greece), which allows us to identify specific patterns of tourist flows responding to
changes in diplomatic relations, sanctions policy, and visa regimes. Of particular
value is the development of practical recommendations for tour operators to adapt
to the rapidly changing international environment.
