ABSTRACT

NATURE RESERVES AND SANCTUARIES, COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS,
NATURAL AND CULTURAL POTENTIAL, ASSESSMENT.

Research object: nature reserves and wildlife sanctuaries of the Republic of
Belarus.

Research objectives: to conduct a comparative analysis and assess the natural
and cultural potential of nature reserves and wildlife sanctuaries of the Republic of
Belarus, examining in detail the example of comparing the nature reserves: " Ostrova
Duleby " and the Berezinsky Biosphere Reserve.

Research methods: photography, comparison, analysis of collection and
photographic materials, statistical analysis of the obtained data.

As a result of the research, it was established that nature conservation areas are
distributed unevenly across the country. Most of them are located in the northern,
central and southwestern parts of Belarus, a significantly lower concentration of
specially protected natural areas is observed in the west and east of the country. During
the work, a detailed regional review of reserves and sanctuaries was conducted. Based
on the available data, it was possible to analyze and assess the natural and cultural
potential using the following reserves as an example: " Ostrova Duleby", Berezinsky
Biosphere Reserve. Based on the research results, brief recommendations were
developed to improve the protection of natural areas, introduce new technologies and
management methods, including the development of ecotourism and strengthening
international cooperation, and identify strengths and weaknesses in the organization of
the work of reserves. The main problems and prospects for the development of the
natural area protection system in Belarus were also identified. The work carried out
confirms that the preservation of the natural and cultural potential of Belarus is possible
only through a balance between environmental, economic and social priorities. The
implementation of the proposed measures will not only protect unique ecosystems, but
also turn them into a resource for the sustainable development of the country.
