The object of the research is the Bible and three of J. Milton's most important
works: «Paradise Lost», «Paradise Regained», and «Samson Agonistes».

The subject of the research is biblical archetextuality in John Milton's poems
«Paradise Lost», «Paradise Regained», and «Samson Agonistes».

The purpose of the research is to reveal the specificity of the manifestation of
biblical archetextuality in John Milton's works «Paradise Lost», «Paradise Regained»,
and «Samson Agonistes».

The objectives of the research: 1) to present the importance of the Bible as an
«axial» archetext of European literature, including English literature; 2) to reveal the
religious-philosophical and ethical meaning of the biblical parable of the fall; 3) to
identify the features of the interpretation of the parable of the fall in the J. Milton’s
poem «Paradise Lost»; 4) to reveal the religious-philosophical and ethical meaning of
the biblical story of Samson; 5) to determine the peculiarities of the interpretation of
the story of Samson in J. Milton's dramatic poem «Samson Agonistes»; 6) to establish
the specifics of the manifestation of biblical archetextuality in J. Milton's poem
«Paradise Regained».

Methodology and methods of the research. The philosophical and scientific-
methodological basis of the study is the approach of the cultural-historical school
founded by J.G.Herder and further developed by A. N. Veselovsky,
V. M. Zhirmunsky, and S. S. Averintsev; M. Buber’s the philosophy of dialog; the
concept of dialog of cultures by M. M. Bakhtin and V. S. Bibler; the concept of
intertextuality by Y. Kristeva, R. Barthes, G. Genette, as well as the concept of «axial»
archetext and biblical archetextuality by G. V. Sinilo. The main research methods are
cultural-historical, comparative, hermeneutic, and the method of holistic analysis of
the literary text.
