The structure of the thesis: the thesis consists of a summary, introduction, three

The purpose of the thesis is to identify the specificity of the African American
tradition in Toni Morrison's novels «Beloved» and «Jazz».
To achieve the purpose of the thesis, the following objectives were set:

1)  to analyze the key aspects of Toni Morrison’s biography and creative path that
influenced the formation of her artistic method,;

2)  toidentify the historical conditions of the formation of African American culture
in the context of American history and to highlight the characteristic features
and peculiarities of African American literature;

3)  to reveal the specifics of the plot and compositional organization of the novels
«Beloved» and «Jazz»;

4)  to identify the relevant features of the poetics of the novels «Beloved» and
«Jazz», characterizing the means of artistic expression.

The objects of the research are the novels «Beloved» (1987) and «Jazz» (1992)
by Toni Morrison.

The subject is the specificity of reflecting the African American theme in Toni
Morrison's novels «Beloved» and «Jazz».
