The results of the work and their novelty. As a result of the work, the key
stages and characteristics of the normative consolidation of the principle of peaceful
settlement of international disputes were identified; the place of the principle of
peaceful settlement of international disputes in the system of principles of modern
international law was revealed; the types and features of peaceful means of settling
international disputes were identified; the practice of settling international disputes
at universal and regional levels was studied. The scientific novelty of the research
lies in an integrated approach to the analysis of the features of peaceful means of
settling international disputes, criteria for assessing the applicability of means of
peaceful settlement of international disputes. It is proposed to develop a Convention
that would clearly define the issues of distinguishing between good offices and
mediation; the process of organizing and conducting meetings between the disputing
parties and the mediator; standards for the impartiality of intermediaries; financing
issues related to meetings and the activities of the mediator; rules on amendments
and edits to the agreement itself.

Authenticity of the materials and results of the diploma work. The materials
used in the diploma work and its results are authentic. The research has been done
independently.



Recommendations on the usage. The results of the diploma work can serve as
a theoretical basis for further study of the issue of practical settlement of
international disputes when using means of peaceful settlement of international
disputes in the educational process (courses on international law), the rule-making
and law enforcement process, as well as for further scientific research in this field.
