LEGAL PROTECTION OF HUMAN RIGHTS ON THE INTERNET IN THE
EURASIAN ECONOMIC UNION

The object of the research is the national legislation of the EAEU member states,
recommendations and agreements developed by the Eurasian Economic
Commission for the digital environment.

The subject of the research is the concept and classification of human rights on the
Internet, the study of the process of harmonization of the national legislation of the
EAEU countries to create a single legal field in the digital environment, the
analysis of cooperation between the EAEU countries and international
organizations in the field of human rights protection on the Internet.

The purpose of the research is to study international standards and norms related to
human rights on the Internet, identify the problems that users face on the Internet
in the context of protecting their rights, develop recommendations for improving
legal regulation and practice of protecting human rights on the Internet at the
EAEU level.

Methods of research. The work uses general scientific methods (analysis,
comparison, generalization, abstraction, induction, deduction, synthesis) and
specific scientific methods (comparative legal, historical and legal, as well as the
method of legal forecasting).

The results of the work and their novelty. The study revealed that the legislation of
the member states of the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) in the field of human
rights protection on the Internet has significant differences. Some countries have
more developed protection mechanisms, while others face problems in
implementing international standards. The study showed that there are a number of
problems related to the protection of human rights on the Internet, including: 1.
Insufficient protection of users' personal data; 2. Problems with access to
information and Internet resources. The novelty of the study lies in the emphasis
on the relationship between human rights and the development of digital
technologies in the context of the EAEU, which is a relatively new area for
scientific analysis. The study focuses on identifying specific gaps and
shortcomings in existing mechanisms for protecting human rights on the Internet,
which may be useful for further improvement or research in law enforcement
activities.
