The volume of the thesis is 70 pages, the number of sources used is 47.
Key words: modern photojournalism, photojournalist, photo
reportage, media, photography, photography, photographer.

The object of research is the publications «National Geographic» and
«Around the World».

The subject of research is a photo report in the publications «National
Geographic» and «Around the Worldy.

When working on the study, descriptive, historical, analytical,
generalization research methods were used.

The aim of research: to identify and analyze the features of photo
reportage in popular science publications using the example of the
publications «National Geographic» and «Around the Word». The study
1s aimed at identifying the distinctive features of compositional solutions,
thematic focus and stylistic features, as well as understanding the
influence of these aspects on audience perception.

The scientific novelty of the thesis is that a comparative analysis of
photo reports on the pages of these publications has not yet been
conducted. The practical importance of the work is that the research
materials can be used by practicing journalists, applied in the
development of teaching aids, and also as additional material for student
papers.

Scope of application: The results of this study can be used in writing
term papers and theses, in teaching courses and special courses on
photojournalism, in writing scientific papers on the history, theory and
practice of modern photojournalism.

Degree of independence. The diploma work is a study independently
conducted by the author. The work examines scientific and theoretical sources
related to the research topic. Their main provisions are generalized and
systematized.
