ABSTRACT

The structure and scope of the thesis: the thesis consists of an introduction,
three chapters, including three subsections each, a conclusion, a list of sources used
(79 titles) and three appendices. The total volume of the work is 82 pages.

Keywords: travel, tourism, travel journalism, print media, travel reportage,
stylistic features, travel publications in China.

Object of research: modern Chinese travel journalism.

Subject of research: reportage in modern Chinese travel journalism.

The purpose of the study is to identify the features of travel reporting in
modern Chinese media.

Research methods: the methodology of comparative and content analysis, as
well as general scientific research methods — generalization, classification, induction,
deduction, description, typologization, and others.

The results obtained and their novelty: the genre and typological features
of travel journalism are revealed; the stages of formation and the current state of
travel journalism in China are characterized; the analysis of periodicals about
tourism in China is carried out, their main types are revealed; characteristic
techniques and stylistic features of reportage vocabulary in Chinese travel
publications are determined. The scientific novelty lies in the fact that the study of
Chinese travel journalism opens up a new perspective on media research, since it is
aimed at an area that has not yet been sufficiently studied — travel journalism in non—
Western contexts.

Reliability of the materials and results of the thesis: the author confirms
that the analytical material presented in the work objectively reflects the state of the
process under study, all theoretical and methodological provisions and concepts
borrowed from literary and other sources are accompanied by references to their
authors.

Possible application of the results: the work can serve as a basis for further
research in the field of travel journalism, including an analysis of national traditions
and comparison with international practices. The materials can be used in training
courses on journalism, media and communications to illustrate the features of
reportage work. The findings of the study may be useful for journalists and editors
of Chinese travel publications seeking to improve the quality of content and adapt
to modern requirements.
