3. Summary text

The object of the research — social relations connected with the protection of
computer programs as an object of intellectual property.

The subject of the research — acts of international and national law, acts of
bodies of integration associations with supranational powers, acts of international
organizations, law enforcement practice and legal doctrine on these issues

The purpose of the research — to develop by comparing the legislation of the
Republic of Belarus, the countries of the European Union and the People’s Republic
of China approaches and directions for improving the legal protection of computer
programs in the Republic of Belarus.

Methods of research — comparatively-legal, formally-legal, historical, system
analysis.

The results of the work and their novelty. As a result of the study it was
established that the current system of protection of computer programs in the
Republic of Belarus, implemented by copyright methods, needs to be improved
(starting from the inclusion of another category — software), using the example of
the problems considered in this study. The practice of the European Union countries
has shown that there exists a need for legislative regulation of the possibility of
patenting computer programs as part of hardware — the so-called computer-
implemented inventions, due to the special economic importance of the latter. The
analysis of Chinese legislation on software protection has revealed new approaches
concerning the issues of liability for the use of pre-existing software (provisions on
bona fide purchaser and on the limited alternatives of forms of expression), as well
as administrative protection measures.

Authenticity of the materials and results of the diploma work. The materials
used in the diploma work and its results are authentic. The research has been done
independently.

Recommendations on the usage. The results of the work can be used by the
law-making bodies to improve the legislation of the Republic of Belarus on this issue,



for further scientific research, as well as in the framework of teaching the discipline
“Private International Law”.
