The research object is the new media outlets aimed at dissemination of
ancient Chinese literature, which is one the most significant parts of traditional
Chinese culture.

The research subject is the strategies of new media aimed at the
dissemination of ancient Chinese literature.

The research purpose is to explore the mechanisms employed by new media
in disseminating Chinese ancient literary works.

The main methods used in this thesis are literature research method, content
analysis, case study method, survey and data analysis method. The survey was
conducted among 388 respondents of different age groups and educational
backgrounds, primarily selected based on their active engagement with new media
platforms and interest in traditional culture, ensuring reliable and diverse insights
into user reception and behavior.

The research results are the following. The study enhances the understanding
of how literary heritage functions as a carrier of Chinese philosophy, aesthetics, and
identity; offers a framework for understanding how interactivity, personalization,
and digital formats influence the transmission of classical texts; reveals how new
media engage audiences and influence perceptions of ancient literature; defines the
formats of communicating ancient Chinese literature; identifies major obstacles in
new media dissemination of ancient Chinese literary works; proposed
communication strategies for improving content quality, strengthening cultural
literacy, and enhancing educational impact.

The novelty of the research lies in combining classical literary analysis with
empirical data from modern media users, establishing a new typology of
dissemination strategies and integrating user-centered findings to improve the
effectiveness of cultural communication.

The areas of possible practical implementation: mass media, digital media,
cultural education, publishing industries.

The author of the work confirms the reliability of the materials and results of
the master’s thesis, as well as the independence of its implementation.
