The structure and volume of the master's thesis: the work consists of an
introduction, three parts, a conclusion, a list of references and an appendix. The
total volume of the master's thesis is 66 pages, of which 8 are appendices. The list
of references is 61 units.

Object of the study: Belarusian folklore.

Subject of the study: reflection of the image of the Earth as Mother in
Belarusian folklore and literature, as the most important concept of patriotic
education.

Objective of the study: to analyze the reflection and educational
significance of the image of the Earth as Mother in Belarusian folklore, including
in the folklore of the Great Patriotic War and the works of Belarusian writers.

Research methods: cultural-historical, socio-cultural, contextual analysis of
the literary text.

The obtained results and their novelty: the concept of the image of
Mother Earth (based on the mythologem of the Earth) is considered in the context
of patriotic education and the formation of national self-awareness of the
individual; the role and significance of the image of Mother Earth in Belarusian
folklore, including in the folklore of the Great Patriotic War, its use in the works of
Belarusian writers are determined; options for patriotic education using folklore
are proposed, and its significance in the process of educating a versatile personality
is reflected; the significance of folklore in overcoming the cultural crisis of the
country is reflected.

Reliability of the materials and results of the master's thesis: the
methodological basis of the study is comprehensive, all scientific provisions used
in the work are substantiated and argued, the study was conducted taking into
account the peculiarities of the Belarusian literary and cultural heritage. Area of
possible practical application: the results of the work can be used for educational
purposes, when writing essays, works on folklore and literature, as well as for
educational purposes in the pedagogical environment.
