Structure and Volume. The master’s thesis comprises 72 pages, with 2 chapters
(the first includes two subsections, the second — three). The bibliography lists 85
sources.

Object of Research — Polish- and Old Belarusian-language literature of late
16th- and early 17th-century Belarus, embodying the era’s religio-political conflicts.

Subject — Ideological and stylistic features of Belarusian polemical literature,
its role in shaping public consciousness and political thought, as well as the religious
and political discourse of these texts.

Research Purpose — To identify the characteristics of the religio-political
discourse in Early Baroque Belarusian polemical literature; to analyze key models of
societal religious and political development presented therein; to define the role of
polemicists in the development of Belarusian journalism and intellectual history.

Methodology employs comparative-historical, historico-literary, and
biographical methods; contextual and structural analysis.

Results and Novelty: The study confirms that Belarusian polemical literature
formed an autonomous religio-political discourse with unique stylistic features,
objectives, and target audiences, intertwining confessional debates with issues of
state structure. While authors of different confessions used similar rhetorical
strategies shaped by Early Baroque religious polemics and rhetoric, their political
views differed significantly.

Scholarly Novelty lies in examining the ideological legacy of the most
prominent polemical authors.

The author confirms the objectivity of the presented materials and provides
citations for all borrowed concepts.

Practical Significance: The findings can be applied in teaching Belarusian
literary, cultural, and religious history; developing methodological materials on the
Baroque era in Belarus; designing specialized courses on public thought history,
journalism, and religio-political discourses. Crucially, the study highlights the
theological dimension of national literature as spiritual heritage of the Belarusian
people.
