The object of the research is monitoring of learning outcomes in higher
education.

The subject of the research is innovative approaches (methods, forms,
techniques) to organizing monitoring of learning outcomes in classes on Russian as
a foreign language.

The purpose of the research — to develop methodological recommendations
for organizing the monitoring of knowledge of foreign students in mastering
Russian as a foreign language, taking into account modern approaches, innovative
forms and methods of monitoring.

Methods of research: theoretical (analysis of scientific and pedagogical

The results of the work and their novelty: The scientific novelty of the
conducted research consists in clarifying the essence of the concept of “monitoring
learning outcomes”; systematization of modern and traditional forms, methods and
means of monitoring; modeling of a system for monitoring students’ knowledge in
classes on Russian as a foreign language.
