Object of the research: the process of in-depth study of the fiction text.

Subject of the research: methodological techniques for studying the
linguostylistic features of the novel by E. I. Zamyatin “We”.

The purpose of the study is to develop and substantiate a methodology for
analyzing the individual style of the writer in order to develop the reading,
intercultural and linguistic competencies of students.

Research methods: descriptive, cultural and historical, comparative and
contrastive, intertextual analysis, receptive aesthetics.

The results obtained and their novelty: systematic approaches to the analysis
of the features of works of art, the construction of consistent work on the study of
the individual style of the writer (based on the novel "We" by E. Zamyatin) in
Russian as a foreign language classes have been developed.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the formulation and substantiation
of the main provisions and results of the study based on the linguostylistic analysis
of the literary text.

Reliability of the materials and results of the master's thesis: the master's
research was carried out on the basis of independently selected and analyzed
materials in the course of work carried out in 2023-2025.
